Exhibitions: The Department of Medieval, Modern and Contemporary History of the
NMHT has put up exhibitions with its rich and valuable patrimony — both its own collections
and exhibits displayed in other museums throughout the country.

symposium Cdldtori din spafiul romdnesc in Occident (“Travelers from the Romanian
Territory to the West”) organized by the “Babes-Bolyai” University, September, 2003; the
anniversary session The Cluj-Gherla Greek-Catholic Bishopric, Cluj-Napoca, 2003, etc.

Themes of scientific research. The political history of medieval Transylvania;
ecclesiastic architecture; medieval civilization; state and society in medieval Transylvania;
hegemonic culture and subsidiary cultures; genealogy (T. Siligean, G. Petrov, M. Mihaly).
History of mentalities and imagology; Romanian-Hungarian and Romanian-French relations in
the 19" century (M. Mitu, O. Muntean). Economic history and inter-war politics; Cluj
personalities; the communist concentration system; documentary funds from the museum
inventory (I. Ciupea, D. Comsa). Medals and heraldic in the 19"-20™ century (L. Calian).

Enriching the Patrimony of the History Department. The museum’s patrimony
expanded with new documentary funds (Constantin and Hadrian Daicoviciu, Al. Vaida
Voevod), newspapers, books and magazines, photo-documentary materials, documents on the
inter-war and recent history; exhibits on technical history; decorative art (glassware, porcelain,
furniture), medals, numismatic and philatelic collections, etc.
