Organizat in mod traditional de Uniunea
Compozitorilor si Muzicologilor din Romania si sustinuta
logistic si financiar de ARTEXIM, Simpozionul
International de Muzicologie “George Enescu” reuneste la
Bucuresti experti, cercetatori, muzicologi, jurnaligti,
profesori din intreaga lume, care contribuie prin studiile lor
la raspandirea internationala a universului enesciene.

Hermeneutik der stylistischen horizonte der symphonischen Dichtung Vox
Maris

Die hermeneutische Annaherung zur Botschaft der symphonischen Dichtung Vox Maris
bedeutet ein wahrer asthetischer Fluss: einerseits durch die Entdeckung von ideenartigen
und geflihlsartigen Bindungen zwischen den Seegemalden von Joseph Vernet und der
symphonischen Dichtung, andererseits durch den parallelen Gedanken von Diderot, die in
seinem Salon-Essay uber die Vernetische Malerei erschienen, und die Ideen von Enescu
Uber die schdpferische Wirkung des Programms auf seine eigene symphonische Dichtung,
und dritterseits durch die Wiederbelebung der stylistischen Inkursionen des Masters im
Bereich Stileme moderner Richtungen. Diese drei Erfahrungen flhren eindeutig zur
Dekonstruktion der verschmolzten historischen Horizonten des Enescuschen
schopferischen Prozesses.

George Enescu et Béla Bartok: deux compositeurs inspirés par la
violonistique populaire roumaine

1881 est 'année de naissance de deux compositeurs majeurs de la premiére moitié du XXe
sieécle. L'étude des biographies des deux musiciens nous révéle non seulement des
particularités propres a chacun, mais aussi un réseau de similitudes. Les deux musiciens
seront des personnalités polyvalentes. Pourtant, bercés par la musique populaire de leurs
villages de naissance et initiés a la pratique musicale trés tot, un peu comme les interpretes
paysans, les deux musiciens se consacreront a la musique savante, mais ils n’oublieront
pas leurs racines, et intégreront les éléments de la musique paysanne dans leurs propres
créations. C’est autour du rapport de la musique populaire roumaine et de celle savante
européenne que nous proposons le questionnement des ceuvres pour violon des deux
compositeurs, a travers un regard porté sur I'analyse comparée de ces créations.

Alexandru Badulescu (Ploiesti, Romania)

George Enescu and his Connections with Prahova County

George Enescu’s connection with Prahova county and especially Sinaia, cover four main
fields of activity of the illustrious musician. Composer. From his works having catalog
number (33), about a third were written or orchestrated between 1898-1946 in Sinaia. There
were composed and orchestrated some parts of the masterpiece "Oedipe". Interpreter
(violinist, pianist and conductor). During 1903-1945, the immortal artist of bow, keyboard,
and the baton held in Prahova County 30 concerts and recitals, and a big number of
evenings of chamber music performed at the Peles Castle, together with Queen Elizabeth
(Carmen Sylva). Professor. George Enescu was, in general, Professor of all Romanian
musicians during that time. In the autumn of 1927, the legendary violinist Menuhin Yehudi
attended professional training at the Luminis villa in Sinaia. Artist of the community. As a
member of the Romanian Academy, George Enescu has participated in many events that
took place especially in Sinaia, as The llird International Congress of Drama and Music
Critics.

Alexandru Badulescu (b. 1929 in Dara village, Buzau) has graduated the Conservatory of
Bucharest in 1964 and obtained a PhD with the thesis "Musical creation in nineteenth-
twenteth century, in Prahova County". He worked in education and culture, promoting up to
the position of Vice President of Culture and Art Department of Prahova County (1965-
1990) and chief adviser of Culture Inspectorate of Prahova County (1990-1997). He is the
coordinator of "Paul Constantinescu" Memorial Museum in Ploiesti, an institution that he
founded in 1993. He undertook studies and study visits, tours and participation in
international art events in many countries. He wrote more than 1,500 materials which were
published in the country and abroad. He composed light music and choral works on lyrics
by Mircea lonescu-Quintus, Nicolae Dumitrescu, Tudor Stanescu, etc. He was Director of
the “Festival of the Young Conductors” from Busteni and coordinator of "N. lorga" University
Summer Courses in Valenii de Munte (1968-1996). He was jury member in different art
competitions.

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Irina Boga (Bucharest, Romania)
Oedipus or the Problem of Destiny, between Myth and lllusion

Oedipe can be seen as a theme that involves by simultaneously intriguing and conquering.
With roots deeply anchored in the behaviour of the Antiquity, tracing an evolution between
moral principles and fear in front of the gods’ anger, the two tragedies written by Sofocle
represent the departure point of the investigation led by Fleg and Enescu. After a long time
of getting acquainted with the subject, Enescu is the one who gives Oedipe a new shape,
by deciding to offer him what the Antiques had denied him in the shade of destiny:
forgiveness. We propose ourselves to identify elements extracted from the text of the
original pieces, analizing from this perspective the idea of destiny the way Enescu chooses
to make it human, transforming Oedipe, at an ideatic level, from a vanquished by the facts,
into a conqueror of the spirit.

Presently Phd. University Assistant at the National Music University of Bucharest. Irina
Boga graduate of the musicology department of the National Music University of Bucharest,
2002, and the harpsichord department, 2004. Between 2002 and 2003 obtained a
Socrate/Erasmus mobility grant for students in Belgium, at the Hogeschool of Antwerpen
within the Dramatic and Artistic department for Music and Dance. Collaborated at different
publications and magazines as “Muzica” (“Music Magazine”), “Actualitatea muzicala”
(“Musical News”), “Revista Opera” (“Opera Magazine”), “Revista 21" (“21 Magazine”),

Paula Boire (Hays, Kansas, USA)
Quatre Mélodies sur poémes de Fernand Gregh, Op. 19: Representative
of the French Mélodie or Something More?

Spanning the years 1902 to 1916, the Quatre Mélodies sur poémes de Fernand Gregh bear
the imprint of Enescu’s French training and in diverse ways, the influence of several
important composers of French mélodie. While at first glance the songs appear to be
conceived from a pianistic point of view that dominates the restrained vocal lines, closer
examination reveals the marriage of text, melody, and piano into a sinuous tapestry of
shimmering and evocative colors; a mélange of tristesse and dor. In pushing the boundaries
of the harmonic language typical of French mélodies of the early twentieth century, these
Enescu settings are not only groundbreaking but unique. These infrequently performed
songs merit closer examination and performance. This paper will explore their contribution
to the development of the French mélodie, influences of French composers of art song
upon them, and their impact on contemporary French art song.

Dr. Paula Boire, Professor of Voice at Fort Hays State University in Hays, Kansas, is the
author of the four-volume work, A Comprehensive Study of Romanian Art Song, published
by The Edwin Mellen Press, two volumes of Romanian Art Songs for Soprano and Mezzo-
Soprano, respectively, published by Leyerle Music, and articles on Romanian Art Song
published in various American music journals. She is currently editing a three-volume
psychoanalysis of Richard Wagner and his works, authored by John Cody, M.D. Dr. Boire
has performed throughout the United States, premiering Romanian vocal works, and sung
in England, Spain, France, Belgium, Germany, Austria, and Switzerland.

Alina Bottez (Bucharest, Romania)

An Exploration of George Enescu’s Seven Songs by Clément Marot, op. 15
In the present paper, the author proposes an exploration of George Enescu’s art-song cycle
Seven Songs on Verses by Clément Marot op. 15 starting from the literary personality of
the poet and analytically reviewing aspects that concern both the interpreter and the
musicologist: pronunciation (Renaissance / modern style), vocal issues (vocal registers,
dynamics, vocal volume), the synchronisation between voice and piano, Romanian modal
structures, French spirit, as well as sense of humour and the kaleidoscope of melancholy
streaks. Finally, the study focuses on each of the seven songs and offers a close musical
analysis (from the point of view of keys, rhythm, dynamics, agogics, accents, etc.)
correlated with the literary meaning, converging towards a hermeneutics of the expressive
force of this cycle. To conclude, this study investigates the technical as well as artistic
anatomy of George Enescu’s art-song cycle Seven Songs on Verses by Clément Marot op.
15.

Soprano Alina Bottez has a B.A. (2003) and M.A. (2004) from the Singing Department of
the National University of Music in Bucharest. She is now working on a PhD in philology
and musicology and collaborates with NUMB teaching. She also has a B.A. and M.A. from
the Foreign Languages Faculty of the University of Bucharest, where she works as
Assistant Professor. She has attended master classes with Agnes Giebel, Gabriel Bacquier,
Kaludi Kaludov, lleana Cotrubas and Mariana Nicolesco and obtained numerous prizes at
prestigious singing competitions. Her activity focuses on opera, vocal-symphony music and
art-song. She sings frequently in Romania and abroad. She is often broadcast in radio and
television programmes. Alina Bottez has recorded CD’s with Constantinescu’s Byzantine
Easter Oratorio, Yuuko Amanuma'’s opera Das verraterische Herz and Enescu songs. In
2009 she was a jury member in the “Dacian Trophy” Competition. She interpreted the main
female character in the Romanian premiere of Walton’s opera The Bear.

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Nicolae Brandus (Bucharest, Romania)

The Semantic Lattice or the Play of Mood Shifts in George Enescu’s Music
In the scores of George Enescu it is to emphasize the extraordinary scrupulosity of the
indications of musical expression. An edifying example could be the text of the Third Sonata
for piano & violin in which the semantic evolution of the performing flow is permanently
marked out explicitly. George Enescu follows the sense and the characteristic feeling of
every musical fragment. Thus, starting from this meta-musical play of gestures one could
edify an autonomous universe of language taking in account the structural polyphony
belonging to the integrated syntagmatic chain, that becomes manifest when analyzing the
performing act. What | am attempting to prove is the fact that the artistic communication,
at a certain level of profundity can shift towards the essential features that compose it even
beyond the actual materiality of the field of reference, generating an inter-subjective
dialogue.

Born in Bucharest, 1935. Studied piano and composition at the National University of Music.
Soloist pianist at the Philharmonic of Ploiesti; Professor PhD at the National University of
Music. Distinctions: The Order of Cultural Merit (1969); Honorary Mention at the
International Competition Prince Pierre de Monaco (1973); the Society of Romanian
Composers' and Musicologists' Prizes (1974, 2002, 2005); Prizes of the Romanian Radio
and Television Broadcasting Society for Opera and Vocal-symphonic music (1975, 1977),
The "George Enescu" Prize of the Romanian Academy; Officer of the Cultural Merit Order.

Lavinia Coman (Bucharest, Romania)

George Enescu and Constanta Erbiceanu - Encounters, Spiritual
Correspondences

Constanta Erbiceanu (1874-1961) was one of the founders of the Romanian modern piano
school. She came from a Moldavian family with great cultural and patriotic traditions, and
she studied piano at lasi and Bucharest. Than she continued her training at Leipzig
Conservatory, which she graduated with « Ehrenvol » distinction. Than followed two years
of training in Paris with Maurice Moszkowski. In 1900 she made her debut in Paris, few
months before George Enescu's debut as a violinist in the same place. The two hopes of
the Romanian music met during some musical events. They communicated intermittently
and continued during their lives to mutualy admire their exceptional contributions to the
founding in Romania of a musical modern school. At her old age, after George Enescu's
death, Constanta Erbiceanu wrote memorialistic articles, evoking the personality of her
great colleague and the years of their common debuts in Paris. The texts express thoughts
and eulogistic regarding the determinant influence of his prodigious activity upon the
development of the musical life in Romania.

Born in Focsani in 1940, she studied at the Conservatory in Bucharest, the piano section.
She had a continuous pedagogical activity in the same Conservatory, up to now, as Ph.D
professor. Between 1981 and 1987 she was the Director of the George Enescu High School
in Bucharest. In 2000 she was honored with a Ph.D. in Musicology. As a pianist she had
about 400 concerts, recitals, she produced radio shows and radio television recordings, 2
LPs. She played in Germany, Italy, Spain, Bulgary, France, Greece. She is a member of jury
for numerous piano competitions, both national and international. She won a U.C.M.R.
award for didactic creation in 2007, for the book The Modern Piano Playing. She wrote over
200 articles and studies published in the musical press. She is a member of the Romanian
Composers and Musicologist Society, the musicology section, and of the EPTA.

L’Opéra (Edipe de Georges Enesco — la dramaturgie musicale en plan vocal
La présente étude a pour but de suivre la pensée du compositeur dans la réalisation de la
tragédie lyrique «CEdipe», décrivant une des caractéristiques du genre - l'inclusion des voix
dans la dramaturgie musicale de I'ceuvre. Georges Enesco prouve que son intention a été
de réaliser une synthése postromantique du théatre musical. L'originalité de sa vision a sa
base dans la conception dramaturgique et la reconsidération du timbre des personnages de
son opéra, ou les voix masculines et féminines graves ont la priorité dans I'ensemble de la
composition du spectacle théatral.

Coordonnateur des théses de doctorat et d’études approfondies, auteur de chroniques
musicales, études, articles, interviews, volumes de musicologie, émissions radio et TV,
participation aux symposiums nationaux et internationaux. Président de I'Union
des Critiques Musicaux de Roumanie, membre du Bureau de musicologie de I'Union des
Compositeurs.

Footsteps following Oedipus’ Journey through the Arts, from the Greek
Antiquity up to Nowadays

This paper follows the traces of Oedipus in music (mostly opera) than in other arts, like
painting, sculpture, drama etc. There are identifyed artists and their works connected to the
subject, presenting some data meant to properly identify the work of art, the author, other
relevant information. It is a historical tableaux of Oedipus traveling in time through art, over
the centuries and over the countries.

Born in 1965 in a family of musicians, Mihai Cosma a graduated the “George Enescu” Music
High School in Bucharest as a pianist and next “Ciprian Porumbescu” Conservatory of
Music, musicology department (1989). He also graduated the Music Theatre departmen of
the Music Academy (2005) and now is in the post-doctoral program of the National Music
University. He teaches History of Music and Musicology at the same University, as professor
dr. He is Head of the Center of Excellence, of the Research Dept. and is the editor-in-chief
of the University’s Publishing House.

L’éducation primaire (home-school) a Cracalia

Au XIX - eme siéecle, les familles seigneuriales des boyards des Pays Roumains (la
Moldavie et la Valachie) éduquaient leurs enfants chez eux, en faisant appel a des
professeurs étrangers. Georges Enesco, fils de fermier, n’a suivi les cours d’aucune école
primaire, lycée ou université, en accomplissant sa culture générale a Cracalia, Dorohoi, en
privé, avec des maitres.

Ayant comme pédagogue, de 5 a 9 ans, M-me Lydie Cedre, d’origine frangaise, une femme
culte, ayant suivi d’ études supérieures de peinture, linguistique et musique, le petit
Georges Enesco a appris a lire, a écrire et a jouer du piano, parler le frangais, collectionner
des timbres poste. Les premiéres compositions de piano a 4 mains il les a écrit trés tot
pour les interpréter avec Lydie Cédre. Le role de ce professeur multilatéralement préparé
dans la formation de la personnalité artistique du musicien roumain a son époque d’enfant
prodige est resté totalement ignoré jusqu'a présent. Lydie Cédre a été une vraie mere pour
Enescu, ainsi que beaucoup des points d’interrogation sur I'éducation et la culture
surprenantes du jeune musicien trouveront maintenant leur réponse, attendue depuis si
longtemps.

Né en 1923 a Timisoara, il a commencé I'étude du violon au Conservatoire de Musique de
Timisoara, a 6 ans, grace a une dispense d’age obtenue de la part du roi Carol Il. Viorel
Cosma a obtenu le dipldbme du Conservatoire de Musique de Bucarest, ou, d’ailleurs, il a
enseigné, pour une longue période de temps, I'histoire de la musique et la musicologie.
Docteur en musicologie de I'Université de Musique de Bucarest, il a écrit plus de 5000
études de musicologie, articles, présentations des disques et des livres, il a souvent été
invité a des émissions a la radio et a la télé. |l a participé a un grand nombre des Festivals
et Symposium nationaux et internationaux en y présentant des communications
scientifiques sur les musiciens roumains.

Salvatore Costantino (Palermo, Italy)

Enescu and Fleg’s (Edipe: Innovations and Modifications to the Sophoclean
Version of the Myth of Oedipus

Maruka, wife of Enescu, when CEdipe was finished, remarked that there is a deep difference
in the action of CEdipe’s two makers. She said that “it was strange that Enescu, fervent
Christian believer, had evoked a world of pagan classicism, while Fleg, liberal Hebrew
intellectual, had instilled a feeling of Christian redemption in the final scene (of course, this
was impossible in Sophocles’ version of the myth, version that classical culture accepted in
the past)’. Generally speaking, Athenian poet Sophocles’ version of the myth of Oedipus (V
century B.C.) remained unchanged for 24 centuries. To write a libretto — that amalgamates
the two very important Sophocles’ works (Edipo Re and Edipo a Colono) — has technical,
structural and logic problems during the performance, and these are difficult to solve.
Enescu and Fleg take with them the background of their homelands and of their complex
human histories. As exemplum, we can show one of the modifications that Enescu and Fleg
made to the myth of Oedipus (as Sophocles has defined it). In the First Act (that works like
prologue) of CEdipe they don’t show the scene where Laio “perforates the ankles” of baby
Oedipus, following ancient Greek rite. In fact, in some versions of the myth, feet's scars
were plain sign for the following anagnwuvrisi (identification / re-cognition) of the guilty of
Laio’s murder.

Salvatore Costantino was born in Palermo in 1969. He’s a permanent Professor of Latin and
Greek at the Public Classical Liceum «Giovanni Meli» of Palermo. In 1992 he received his
Doctor’s degree in Classical Studies at Public University of Palermo and in 2006 Doctor’s
degree in Foreigners Languages at Public University of Palermo. He is an Expert in german
language c/o ltalian Foreign Office. He published many essays and different books about
Enescu (George Enescu. Vita e musica. Con un’intervista al Maestro Uto Ughi, 2008, II
destino di un uomo.

The Echo of Paganini’s Caprices Reflected in Enescu’s Work

George Enescu is one of the artists who approached Paganini’'s Caprices, not only as a
performer, but also as a composer. The Romanian musician greatly admired Niccolo
Paganini and his Caprices; therefore he often included Paganini’s compositions in his
recitals. Enescu expressed himself transforming some of his favorite Caprices (no. 6, 16 and
24) into a more complex work, by adding to the violin part the voice of a piano. Written
between 1913-1914, these works are another proof of his permanent focus in Paganini’s
Caprices, offering us the privilege of looking simultaneously on three facets of Enescu’s
personality: as a violinist, as a pianist and as a composer. In this way Enescu is
accomplishing various and special musical structures being aware of the polyphonic
potential of the violin line, enhancing the harmonic implication of the phrases or special
rhythmical formulas.

Dr. loana Maria Croitoru, violinist and lecturer at the National Music University of Bucharest,
was trained at the “George Enescu” Music High School of Bucharest, which she graduated
in 1983 and next at the “Ciprian Porumbescu” Music Conservatory of Bucharest, graduate
in 1987 (prof. Modest Iftinchi)., loana Croitoru has developed a large soloist activity, in
recitals and as soloist with several Philharmonic orchestras of Romania.

Mrs. Croitoru is the owner of many prizes in both national and international violin
competitions, such as National Instrumental Interpretation Competition “Lira de Aur’ —
Suceava or “Franco Verganti” — ltaly, “Citta di Stressa” — Italy. She owns different Merit
Diplomas as a teacher. In 2005, Mrs. Croitoru had obtained her Doctor’s degree Diploma,
with the theme: “Niccolo Paganini’'s 24 Caprices — Stylistic elements and resonances
through the time”, work which get her the Magna cum laude qualification. In 2008, Mrs.
Croitoru had published two books, concerning this theme: “ Paganiniana “ and *
Paganiniada ”, in which the author had made a very systematic analysis about Paganini’s
Caprices and their big influence into so many other composers during the time.

Constanta Cristescu (Suceava, Romania)

The Monody in Enescian Polystratifications

The study is placed on the trajectory of the author’s efforts to valorize the musical vein of
Byzantine tradition in Enescu’s creation. There are captured and systematized the
composing solutions for the vertical projection of the monody, which reflects principles and
concepts specific to the oral cultures from the Romanian tradition: the unison, the
homophony accompaniment with the “ison” and the heterophony. The functionality of the
unisons inside the form is delimited in the following way: a) the integral unison, b) the
thematic unison, c) the bridge unison (transition) and d) the antiphonic unison. Under the
aspect of the configuration, the theme unison can appear also under the antiphonic form.
The presence of the four functional types of unison is aimed both in the area of the
symphonic and in the choirs from Oedipus opera. In the choral sphere, the technique of
the unisonic treatings is preferred. Each act brings features of the use of the unison, on one
hand in the combination of the voices, on the other hand in placing the section of unison
inside the form. Thus, there are distinguished: the unison with the beginning function and
the cadencial unison, then the unisonic Tutti and the unisons on the divisions and the vocal
groups.

Born in Vatra Dornei, 1959 she studied at the “Gheorghe Dima” Music Academy in Cluj-
Napoca, where she obtained her Diploma in Musicology, Pedagogy and Piano (1984). She
received her Doctor degree in 1996. She has been Professor at the School of Music in
Zalau, researcher at the "Constantin Brailoiu" Institut of Folklore, professor of music and
folklore at the University "Aurel Vlaicu", editor at the Natura Press Society, musicologist at
the Cultural Center Bucovina in Suceava. She is member of the Society of Romanian
Composers and Musicologists. Contributes to studies of musicology, ethnomusicology and
byzantinology at several publications. Contributes to musical critical articles in Romanian
and German and to the programmes of Radio Romania Cultural in Cluj-Napoca and
Bucharest. Honors: Prize of Romanian Academy (2001). She wrote many books, mainly
regarding ethomusicology or byzantinology topics.

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Tido Dejan (Ghent, Belgium)
Enescu's Revisions of Schumann's Third Symphony Op. 97

During Enescu’s lifetime, Schumann symphonies were rarely performed with the
composer’s original orchestration. Many conductors, have re-orchestrated these
symphonies in order to “lighten” an instrumentation they considered to be too heavy and
even akward. Enescu, as conductor, also revised Schumann’s symphonies. This is
evidentiated by Enescu’s (1942) own annotated score of Schumann’s Third, found in
Constantin Bugeanu’s private collection. This presentation aims to present this less-known
activity of Enescu’s career while contextualizing his revisions with the widely published re-
orchestrations of Gustav Mahler and Felix Weingartner. We will notice how Enescu, clarifies
successfully the textures with simpler means, by punctuating the text rather than rewriting it
like his colleagues.

Born in Port-au-Prince (Haiti), of Basque, Breton and African descent, Tido Dejan studied
piano, composition and voice at the University of North Carolina (BA) as well as choral
conducting at Westminster Choir College (Princeton) and Temple University, Philadelphia,
(MA). He studied orchestral conducting with Sergiu Comissiona, Ferdinand Leitner and G.
Rozhdestvensky. He furthered his orchestral conducting studies at the Koninklijk
Conservatorium Brussels and with Constantin Bugeanu in Bucharest, Saumur and Paris. He
was a Fellow of the Gulbenkian Foundation and a Scholar of the Brahms Gesellschaft. He
obtained a PhD in Music Theory from the Université de Paris-Sorbonne. Tido Dejan was
awarded a Fellowship from the Menuhin Foundation and appointed to conduct the the
Foundation’s “Orchestre des Jeunes de Toute I'Europe”. He conducted orchestras in nearly
25 countries. He has held Master Classes and workshops dealing with Formal Analysis
applied to Musical Performance in Germany, France, USA and Cuba. He is presently
associate researcher at the Orpheus Institute in Ghent, Belgium.

Veronica Demenescu (Timisoara, Romania)
Concert Overture in A Major, Op. 32

The starting point of the present study is Romanian specialty literature with references to
the main elements of Enescu’s writing, in terms of style, morphology and syntax. Another
important aspect is that of the identification of the analysed work in the context of
Romanian and European creation pertaining to the same genre, marking the Enescu’s
contribution, by this overture, to the enrichment of the Romanian repertoire. The landmarks
of this musicological approach focus on the definition of the archetype term in the context
of the proposed analysis and following the reassessment of specific procedures of musical
discourse that is particular to the analysed work.

Associate Professor Veronica Laura Demenescu, PhD (born in 1972 in Timisoara) studied
piano at the High School of Music ‘ION VIDU’ Timisoara, underwent university studies at
the Faculty of Music , The West University of Timigoara (music teacher and piano teacher),
postgraduate studies at National University of Music from Bucharest, doctoral studies at the
National University of Music from Bucharest, under the guidance of University Professor
Dan Buciu, PhD. Teacher at The "lon Vidu" High School of Music of Timisoara, at the
School of Music and Fine Arts no. 1 of Bucharest, since 1998 tenured teacher at the
Department of Music Pedagogy of the Faculty of Music, West University of Timisoara —

Gheorghe Dutica (lagi, Romania)

The Dynamics of the Rhytmical Processes in Edifying the Enescian Thematic
Matrix

The Enescian thematic formula holds a genuine matrix function as the actual depositary of
that sonorous matter which nourishes strategically all the elaborative-variational stages
inscribed on the evolutionary axis of the musical discourse. The phenomenological
perspective of this generative algorithm highlights an exceptional dynamics of the rhythmical
processes which stand edifying, by themselves, of the various levels of formative
complexity. Starting from Enescu's well-known assertion, for whom “a theme, before being
a starting point, is a result”’, we have identified the multiple shaping resources of musical
rhythm, on grounds of the generic concepts of ordering, symmetry and repetition. As a
matter of course, the Enescian thematic chronogenesis shall display a set of active polarities
of the following type: symmetric-asymmetric, linear-concentric, continuous-discontinuous,
static-fluid, loose-congested, with the entire deriving phenomenology.

Personlichkeit wider, die nicht nur Musik zu produzieren und auszufihren vermag, sondern
auch sich als Musiker eines Landes definieren will, ein Land, dessen Musikkultur gleichfalls
erst auf dem Weg der Selbstfindung war. Der Dramatismus dieses Ansatzes ist oft von dem
Wunsch Uberschattet, den Wert seines Tuns dithyrambisch zu schatzen, ein so hoher Wert,
dass es nicht zu wundern ist, dass er die unantastbare, mythische Figur der ruméanischen
Musik wurde.

Nicolae Gheorghita (Bucharest, Romania)

George Enescu at the Musical Events of the 1906 National Jubilee Exhibition
In the modern history of Romania the year 1906 is essential from the economy and cultural
point of view. It meant 40 years of reign for Charles |, which occasioned a National Jubilation
Exhibition organized in Bucharest. In order to render glamour to this political event, the
organizers suggested a Great Choral Festival and a fanfare one, besides the daily concerts
offered by The Exhibition Orchestra. During the same year, George Enescu was also
composing the Jubilation Hymn for Choir, Military Orchestra and Harp, a vocal-symphonic
creation dedicated to the Jubilation, which was ignored for almost a century by the
Romanian musicology because of easily understandable reasons. The study investigates
this remarkable composition dedicated to the wind instruments, but also the political and
musical context that gave birth to it.

Nicolae Gheorghita is Associate Professor at the Music National University in Bucharest and
Music Officer at the Military Music Service. Born in 1971, in Constanta County, he graduated
the National Music University, Byzantine Music section (1996) and Musicology section
(1998), and has master degree and doctoral degree. He was later trained in Athens, in
Thessaloniki, in Cambridge and in St Petersburg. Assistant conductor of the Byzantine
Music Choir Psalmodia at the National Music University in Bucharest and member of The
Union of Composers and Musicologists of Romania (2001).

Author of five volumes, of various research studies in Byzantine Musicology, and over 20
studies in Romanian, English and Greek languages, most of them submitted to national and
international Musicology and Byzantine Studies symposiums (in Romania, Greece,
Nederland, Finland, Austria, England).

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Adalbert Grote (Diisseldorf, Germany)
George Enescu’s Development as a Composer after 1894

Enescu’s education at Vienna Conservatory until 1895 is generally underestimated. The
interrelation between motivic work and a broad diversification of themes and their
development may be considered as one of Enescu’s starting points of his unique
understanding of musical development and an artistic connection of Vienna and Paris. The
perfect management of counterpoint and the Bachian idiom in his op. 3 and op. 5 give a hint
on the perfect handling counterpoint in his octet op. 7. On the other hand op. 3 and op. 5
point at the habitual difference of “educational” compositions besides those of great
originality being so typical for the historic constellation. Enescu’s complex artistic
development has to be seen in close relationship to the contemporary artistic situation while
having discovered and maintained historic styles and pursuing radical new solutions at
approximately the same time. Reflecting some idioms of his classmate Ravel in his Nocturne
from 1907, but confronting it at last with a middle section being very typical for his own
language Enescu may line out that the course of his musical education may correspond to a
course of music history according to the pluralistic constellation of his time

Musikalische Charaktere bei Enescu und Saint — Saéns aus Sicht der
Musikpadagogik

In den Impressions d’enfance verarbeitet und stilisiert Enescu friihe Eindriicke, denen er
eine tiefe geistige und musikalische Vorpragung zuspricht. Erinnert werden sie nicht nur als
Rickschau, sondern als Quelle fiir ein ganzes kompositorisches Spektrum, eine dichte
Komprimierung musikalischer Reflexion und unmittelbarer Ausdrucksgesten. Sie mit den
heiter-ironischen Sequenzen des Karneval der Tiere von Saint-Saéns zu vergleichen, mag
auf den ersten Blick befremdlich erscheinen. Doch verdeutlicht gerade dieser kurze
Vergleich von Werkausschnitten das Divergierende und Personliche in der Aussagekraft und
Expressivitat lautmalerisch-abbildender Elemente, unterschiedlicher Perspektive und
Reflexionstiefe bei reduzierten instrumentalen Mitteln. Die 10- und 11jahrigen Schilerinnen
und Schiler empfinden auf sehr direkte Art die unterschiedlichen Wirkungsweisen dieser
Kompositionen und untersuchen die kontrastierenden musikalischen Mittel und
Klangcharaktere, die in Enescus Komposition die Gegeniiberstellung von Kuckuck und
Kafigvogel ausdriicken.

Corina Kiss (Diisseldorf, Deutschland)
Stilistische Affinitdten in den Préaludien fiir Klavier von George Enescu und
Hans Werner Henze

Die Praludien fir Klavier Grave in fis-moll (1986), Grave in g-moll (1987) und in C-dur (1903)
von George Enescu und die vier Praludien zu Tristan (2003) fur Klavier von Hans-Werner
Henze sind gedanke zwischen Traumen und Realitdt. Enescu und Henze gehen in ihren
Kompositionen mit kleiner Ideologie konform. Sie haben sich eine eigene Grammatik mit
Rigorositat auferlegt, die mit dem Grad der Abstraktion verleichbar ist, der innerhalb der
Musik geformt wird und emotional gelandet ist.

Der pianistische Stil der beinden Komponisten findet seine Struktur in einer musikalischen
Idee, die Zellen, Motive und Veranderungen im musikalischen Disskurs formt, die bis zu
deren Bruch gehen. Dazu kommen eine Vortellungskraft und eine musikalische
Denkweisse, die auf die Erkenntnisse der vorhergehenden musikalischen Sile baut.

Martin Kowalewski (Oldenburg, Deutschland)
Monodie und Heterophonie — das Schwanken der Raumperspektiven in
Georges Enescus Oktett

In dem folgenden Aufsatz gebe ich einen Einblick in meine Analysen zur Raumlichkeit in der
Musik. Vor dem Hintergrund bestehender Modelle entwerfe ich ein eigenes, zweifach
zyklisches Modell des akustischen Raumes und verbinde dieses mit der Gestalttheorie.
Durch Gestaltbildungsprozesse entstehen in diesem Raum Perspektiven. Danach betrachte
ich das Oktett von Georges Enescu unter dem Gesichtspunkt von Gestaltbildung,
Gestalteinheit und Gestaltdifferenz und der damit verbundenen Stabilitdt beziehungsweise
Instabilitat der Perspektivierungen im akustischen Raum. Dabei erweist sich das Oktett als
optimale Gattung fur die Umsetzung eines Spannungsfeldes zwischen Monodie und
Heterophonie.

Martin Kowalewski wurde 1976 in Bremen geboren. Nach dem Abitur studierte er
Philosophie, Psychologie und Germanistik in Hamburg und Oldenburg.

Recordings with George Enescu as a Performer

The paper contains technical and historical data regarding George Enescu’s recordings in
his triple role as a performer: as a violinist, as a pianist and as a conductor. His major
recordings are presented, many of them being edited by world famous houses (BBC,
Decca, Electrecord, EMI). On these discs, George Enescu is conducting prestigious
orchestras (Orchestre Symphonique de Paris, London Philharmonic Orchestra, Orchestre
National de France, Orchestre de Conservatoire Paris, Orchestre des Concerts Colonne)
and performers who are true legends of the music (Yehudi Menuhin, Dinu Lipatti, Madeleine
Lipatti, Bela Siki, Suzanne Danco, Kathleen Ferrier).

Enescu’s Symphonism - A Different Vision in 20th Century Music

Within 20th century music, George Enescu's creation can be considered, | would say,
prismatically, from multiple angles of analysis and research of the microstructure of
language, which are perforce unique to it. Romanian music’s connection to the Western
values took place also due to a unique vision of the composer on symphonic discourse.
Enescu sensed masterfully the effect, within the timbre and musical construction as such, of
a paradigmatic sound model for his aesthetics: the continuous melody; his entire creation
being placed under this aegis. His three symphonies, as well as earlier symphonic works, the
"Romanian Poem" or the "Suite no. 1 for orchestra", experiment with a kind of continuous
trajectory sound, resembling an inexorable flow of sound time materialized as fatum, of the
meanings of symbols and existence, belonging to Romanian folklore, transfigured and
sublimated in sound spaces of a not even slightly ostentatious modernity. This expose that
| submit, titled: "Enescu’s symphonism - a different vision in twentieth century music" deals
with this subject area through an analytical-comparative perspective on the three Enescu
symphonies.

Sorin Lerescu was born in Craiova, Romania, on 14 November 1953. He graduated in
composition at the National University of Music in Bucharest in 1979.

Symbolism of Water in the Work of George Enescu

In Enescu’s music, nature is regarded not as an intrinsic reality, but rather as an array of
elements permanently interacting with the human being, giving birth to a complex
connection, sometimes manifested through a harmonious communion, other times
garnering dramatic dimensions. Of all the primordial elements, the symbol of water marks
Enescu’s entire creation, illustrating the complexity of the relationship between man and
nature: from the serene and melancholic pages of his youth, that broach the romantic genre
of character miniature (barcarola), to the works characterized by a nostalgic and
introspective component with a touch of memoir (in Childhood Impressions or The Village
Suite), all the way to the tragedy in Vox maris — whose similarities with Oedipus require
further investigation. One cannot neglect, of course, establishing correspondences between
Enescu’s water symbolism and the one present in the creation of his contemporaries
(Debussy, Ravel).

Olguta Lupu studied piano, then graduated composition in 1993, at the class of Tiberiu Olah.
She is a member of UCMR. Doctor in Musicology, she manifested an acute interest for the
music of the 20th century, presenting works in different national and international
conferences, realizing radio broadcasts and publishing several studies. She coordinated the
cultural program Tiberiu Olah si multiplele fatete ale postmodernismului (2008). Author of
two books: Music in the First Part of the 20th Century - Rhythmic-temporal Hypostases, and
Music in the Middle of 20th Century A Rhythmic-temporal Perspective. Co-author and editor
of the volumes Tiberiu Olah - Restituiri and Tiberiu Olah si multiplele fatete ale
postmodernismului (2008). Some of her works are recorded and performed in different
concerts in Romania and abroad.

Sherban Lupu (Urbana-Champaing, IL, USA)

Newly Discovered Works for Violin and Chamber Music Recently Recorded
by Sherban Lupu

Continuing my research into Enescu’s output | was able to recently record works previously
unknown or overlooked. Wether it is the Légende written by the 10 years old prodigy or the
Tarentelle written by the fourteen years old Enescu, we are faced with a unique and singular
compositional talent, where the violinist prevails. The Prelude and Gavotte for violin, cello
and two pianos written a year later, while keeping rigorously a baroque form and character
is full of humor combining baroque elements with klezmer episodes. A very interesting and
intimate work is the Serenade en Sourdine for violin and cello. A true patriot, Enescu writes
in 1917, the amusing and nostalgic Hora Unirii. The Nocturne d’Avrayen, a musical gem
written for piano quartet at the residence of the Menuhin family near Paris, creates a dream
like atmosphere reminiscent of the Carilon Nocturne.

Romanian-born Sherban Lupu studied at the Bucharest Conservatory, concertized
throughout Eastern Europe and performed on Romanian radio & tv. Next he studied at the
Guildhall School of Music under Menuhin, Szeryng and Milstein. He has won prizes in
numerous competitions. He has been a member of the English Chamber Orchestra, the
London Mozart Players, and the Mainz Chamber Orchestra. In 1976, Sherban Lupu came
to the US. He has performed the complete cycle of Beethoven Sonatas with Menahem
Pressler and lan Hobson. He has also been associate concertmaster of the San Francisco
Opera and concertmaster and artistic advisor of the Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra. A
leading interpreter of Enescu's music, he has also recorded works of major 20th century
composers. He was also the artistic director of the Gubbio Festival in Italy, and is currently
professor at the University of lllinois and also a member of the "George Enescu" Chamber
Players and the "Chicago Ensemble". He is a frequent member of international juries and
has given numerous master classes in Europe.

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Petruta Maniut-Coroiu (Bragov, Romania)
The Musical and Philosophical Fundaments of the Myth of Destiny in Oedipe
by George Enescu

In the philosophical context of the 20th century, the idea of fate was prominent in the artistic
creations signed by Debussy, Mahler, Busoni, Stravinsky, Schonberg, Mesiaen, Hindemith.
Among the most important works that embody this major idea of culture we find the opera
Oedipe op. 23 by G. Enescu. The creative idea was that of considering the destiny as fate
or as active element. George Enescu's dramaturgical option is analyzed in the paper in two
ways, always linked: the musicological-analytical perspective and the aesthetic one.

Coroiu (Maniut) Petruta-Maria is musicologist, esthetician, composer, pianist, teacher (born
in 1976, Brasov). She has a ftriple universitary degree in music. University education:
National University of Music Bucharest, Romania: Musicology (1995-1999), Musical
composition (1998-2003), Piano Performance.

Franz Metz (Miinchen, Deutschland)

Rumanische und ungarische Rhapsodien von George Enescu und Franz
Liszt. Versuch einer musikasthetischen Annaherung

Franz Liszt, dessen 200. Geburtstag in diesem Jahr gefeiert wird, hat der ungarischen
Volksmusik in seinen Rhapsodien ein Denkmal gesetzt — und nicht nur dieser. Einen
ahnlichen Weg wird George Enescu mehr als 60 Jahre spater gehen und die ruménische
Volksmusik seines Landes als Quelle und Inspiration fiir seine zukunftsweisenden
Meisterwerke verwenden. Die Verwendung von folkloristischen Themen in der Musik fiihrte
aber im konfliktreichen 20. Jahrhundert zu eigenartigen Interpretationen von Werken dieser
beiden Wegbereiter. Spannungen in der stdosteuropadischen Musikgeschichtsschreibung
waren somit vorprogrammiert.

Sparking an Enescian Music Revival in Today’s American Musical Milieu
The presentation includes some background information of George Enescu, his
multifaceted genius, introducing separately each one of his musical hypostases. Specia
emphasis is given to Enescu’s pianistic facet, a capacity of his, seldom-talked about, and
hence, neither well-known, nor much recognized worldwide, since Enescu was, by and
large, famed for his virtuoso violinist capability, whereas pianism was (to him) as fascinating
as his playing his main string instrument. The presentation focuses on the role of the piano
as a fundamental and paramount keyboard instrument in Enescu’s life and his manifold
musical activities. Fittingly, the presentation emphasizes Enescu’s composing activity by
first presenting his unique compositional style consisting of a combination of several
diverse styles (neo-baroque, neoclassical, impressionist, romantic and Romanian
traditional folk music), which in turn, constitute his complex compositional idiom and
musical language.

Iris Perry is a professionally trained pianist; she performed as a recitalist, chamber
musician, and soloist with orchestras throughout Austria, Holland, Romania, former Soviet
Republics and the United States. She was a prizewinner of international piano competitions
including the Stravinsky Awards and Young Keyboard Artists Association International
Piano Competitions. She received the Yale University Bruce Simonds Scholarship Award,
a PBD Foundation Music Scholarship, along with a monetary Merit Award from the
Monmouth University School of Music, as well as the Award of New Jersey's Most Talented
Young Artist. She have taught at Yale, Indiana and Montclair State Universities and Bergen
Community College in Paramus, NJ. She is completing her Doctorate of Music from Indiana
University, following a Master’s degree in Arts Administration from the same university, a
MM from Yale University, and a BM from Peabody Conservatory of The Johns Hopkins

George Enescu’s Music in the English and German-Language Media (1912-
1921)

This work focuses on the G. Enescu’s image as a composer, such as it is reflected between
1912-21 by the English, German (and Dutch)-language media. About 110 articles, musical
chronicles from National Museum ,George Enescu” Archive refer to the reception of
Enescu’s music and also to musical events from this decade. Works like Romanian
Rhapsodies op. 11, Orchester Suite no. 1 op. 9, Symphony no. 1 op. 13, Concertante
Symphony for Cello and Orchestra op. 8, Symphony no. 3 op. 21 and 2nd Sonata for Piano
and Violin op. 6 are mostly at issue.

Dr. Florinela Popa (b. 1977) graduated music pedagogy and musicology at the National
Music University, where she teaches now traditional Romanian music, music history and
musicology as a lecturer assistant. She also works as a researcher at the National Museum
“G. Enescu”. In the same year, she obtained the doctor’s degree. She took part in
international projects such as Migration und Biographie deutschsprachiger Musiker im
Ostlichen Europa, coordinated by Prof. Helmut Loos, Universitat Leipzig, and EthnoArc
(2008), receiving a research grant from New Europe College. In 2011, she obtained a NEC-
POSDRU postdoctoral scholarship. She is the author of the book Mihail Jora. A European

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Haiganug Preda-Schimek (Vienna, Austria)

Die Rezeption von Enescus Oedipe anldsslich der Premiere an der Wiener
Staatsoper (1997)

Die zum Anlass der “Oedipe”- Premiere in sterreichischen Printmedien erschienenen
Musikkritiken werden aus imagologischem Standpunkt mit Methoden der Diskursanalyse
und der Cultural Studies untersucht.

Fokussiert wird, wie das Publikum Gber ,Oedipe” und dessen Autor informiert wurde,
welche Bewertungen und Kommentare (auch Assoziationen mit anderen
Komponisten/Werken des 20. Jahrhunderts) die Musik hervorgerufen hat. Einerseits wurde
Enescus Kompositionsstil von Musikkritikerinnen als eine Symbiose hochkultureller mit
popularen Elementen beschrieben. Vokaleffekte wie Mikrointervalle und die gekonnte
Orchestrierung haben Aufmerksamkeit erregt. Andererseits flihrte die repetitive Assoziation
mit Wagners Leitmotivik zu einem von dem hervorragenden Enescu-Analytiker Pascal
Bentoiu nicht bestatigten Rezeptionsmuster. Ebenso klischeehaft erwies sich die
nochmalige publizistische Vorstellung Enescus als ,virtuoser Violinist* und ,Komponist
zweier folkloristischer Rhapsodien“. Unter den anerkennenden, moderaten und tendenziell
negativen Bewertungen waren die ersten die haufigsten. Sprachlich nuancierte,
sachkundig argumentierte Berichte in wichtigen Wiener Tageszeitungen, in Wochen- und
Monatsmagazinen, sogar in Regionalzeitungen haben — trotz mancher kritischer
Meinungen und schablonenhafter Auerungen — die grundsétzlich positive (und intensive)
Presserezeption des Werkes in Wien, bestatigt.

Haiganus Preda-Schimek wurde in Bukarest geboren und studierte Musikwissenschaft an
der Bukarester Universitat fir Musik. Seit 1997 lebt sie in Wien. Forschungsférderungen:

Pavel Puscas (Cluj-Napoca, Romania)

Une perspective sur le syntaxes d’écriture de Georges Enesco

Influencée par des multiples vecteurs stylistiques, I'écriture d’Enesco se forge dans une
premiére étape par des dominantes postromantiques (viennoises, allemandes, frangaises).
Autour de ces dominantes s’articulent avec toujours plus de consistance les typologies du
chant folklorique roumain, de I'état de citation a la réévaluation, puis suggestion et
finalement en intégrant organiquement, toutes ces racines avec les plus nouveaux
langages du XXéme siécle.

Libre et antiacadémique, le style d’Enesco évolue par lintégration des syntaxes
complexes, originales, difficiles a surprendre, encore plus difficile a définir. Parcourant
l'intervalle de ses Sonates pour piano vers les Sonates pour piano et violon, Enesco soude
de plus en plus profondément et discrétement la polyphonie a ’homophonie, réalisant des
syntaxes originales, flexibles. Puis au niveau du Quatuor op. 22, Quintet op. 29 et surtout
au niveau du Quatuor op. 30, son écriture devient littéralementaffranchie de

toute  classification, catégorisation ou typologie définissable. Sa synthése finale. La
Symphonie de chambre est sous cet aspect un opus déconcertant et paradoxal.

Nous jugeons cette attitude créatrice qui adopte pratiquement pour chaque nouvelle ceuvre
des solutions neuves, surgies organiquement de la substance thématique et subtilement
élaborés, une des plus originales synthéses de la musique du XXéme siécle.

Childhood Impressions: George Enescu’s Memories Between Musical
Iconism and Symbolism

Applying Peirce’s system regarding different types of signs, connecting the features of
musical substance to its meaning, our aim regarding the suite « Childhood Impressions »
is inscribed into semiotic research. At the same time, the development of the argument
follows a well-defined super-structuring plan, noticeable in terms of an analysis capable of
discerning the factors of narrative cohesion and coherence. Last but not the least, the
particular connection between sound and image accomplished by Enescu can be a
Romanian example of artistic correspondences and metaphoric analogies.

Musicologist with PhD in music since 2002. Associate professor at the National University
of Music Bucharest, teaching courses on polyphony, semiotics and musical narratology.
Since 1991 she is a memeber of the Romanian Union of Composers and Musicologists and
since 2010, secretary of the Musicology section.

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Lucia Raevschi (Bruxelles, Belgium)
The Nature in the Music of Enescu, Ravel and Debussy

Naturalists in essence, Enescu, Ravel and Debussy evoked in many examples the inherent
quality of natural phenomena, nature’s flora and fauna. In their works music inspired by the
same origin of life stand out (eg. Le vent dans la plaine by Debussy, Ruisselet au fond du
jardin by Enescu), objects (eg. Danse de Rouet by Ravel, Le coucou au mur by Enescu) and
even identically titled (eg. Le Grillon by Ravel and Enescu), etc. How the three masters
transposed water, air, birds, or objects in music? Which are the specific techniques they used
and in what manner described they rain, cricket, moon, and so forth? The study reveals a
nuanced palette in terms of expression of those artists and bring to light the variance and
correspondence of three strikingly different types of sensitivity.

The Moldovan-Belgian musicologist Raevschi Lucia comes from a family of Romanian
intellectuals. Her music education includes three prestigious and traditional schools: at first
she studied musicology at the Music Academy Chisinau (Moldova) and National University
of Music Bucharest, then in 2002 she continued at the Royal Conservatorium of Brussels,
studying music writing and composition. In parallel she worked as music critic and published
comments, reviews, interviews and articles in professional journals from Romania and
Moldova. Her compositions for various chamber ensembles have been played in Belgium,
Holland, Romania. She also performed as a cellist and lecturer in many concerts of classical
music. Lucia Raevski wrote several studies about the 20th century’s composers.

Spurensuche: Die Doina im Schaffen von George Enescu

Die Komponisten der rumanischen Kunstmusik bemuhten sich stets um einen
nationalspezifischen Ausdruck. Doch die Verbindung von européischer Klassik und
rumanischer Tradition gelang erst im 20. Jahrhundert: In seiner innovativen und véllig
eigenstandigen Tonsprache verwebte George Enescus auf eine organische Art und Weise
die Stilmittel der klassischen Tradition mit der Expressivitat der Folklore seiner ruméanischen
Heimat. Doch wie genau gelang Enescu diese Synthese? Da man unmdglich alle
verschiedenen Einflisse der ruméanischen Folklore in Enescus umfangreichem Schaffen auf
einmal darstellen kann, beschranke ich meine Aufmerksamkeit auf das Genre der
traditionellen Doina. Diese stellte schon fiir Komponisten und Dichter des 19. Jahrhunderts
die Kronung der Volkskunst dar, als Ur-Form, Inspiration und Quelle eines musikalischen
Materials. Indem ich also einen Ausschnitt aus Enescus Werk auf Doina-Spuren untersuche,
werfe ich ein Licht auf die Arbeitsweise dieses grolen Komponisten und trage zum
Verstandnis von Enescus Bedeutung fur die Musikgeschichte bei.

Vincent Rastadter wurde 1981 in Hamburg geboren. Im Alter von funf Jahren erhielt er erste
musikalische Unterweisung, zunachst an der Geige. Ab 1991 besuchte er den
altsprachlichen Zweig des Hamburger Friedrich-Ebert-Gymnasiums, wo er im Jahr 2000 das
Abitur ablegte.

Roberto Reale (Oldenburg, Deutschland)
Generative Prozesse in der Musiksprache unserer Zeit. Archetypen der Klage
in der Oper CEdipe von George Enescu.

George Enescu stand wahrend seines Lebens unter dem Einfluss nationaler und universaler
Inspirationsquelle. In seinen Werken kommt es somit zu einem Zusammentreffen typischer
Merkmale osteuropaischer und westeuropaischer Musiktradition. Enescu bringt diese beiden
verschiedenen Welten in vielen seiner Kompositionen immer wieder in Verbindung zueinander
und fihrt sie in CEedipe schlieRlich zur Synthese. Um die Leiden des Odipus darzustellen
verwendet Enescu u. a. auch einen archetypischen Klagegestus, der Uberall in der
Rumanischen Volksmusik anzutreffen ist und den er auf den symphonischen
Orchesterapparat Ubertragt. Wie durch diese vielseitigen Assimilationsprozesse auf natrliche
Weise eine hochkomplexe musikalische Sprache entsteht, die wichtige Entwicklungen der
Musik in der zweiten Halfte des 20. Jahrhunderts vorwegnimmt, steht im Mittelpunkt dieser
Untersuchung.

George Enesco et I'orgue

accompagné par la reine Elizabeth, Gh. Dinicu, Svebel et par Dall'Orso, ils tenaient des
soirées musicales.

I'Université de Timisoara, Roumanie. Musicien de carrure internationale, il s’est produit en
concert dans les grandes villes de Roumanie, et des tournées de concerts en Europe et en
Amérique.

Jim Samson (London, UK)

What makes a hero? Enescu, Szymanowski and the Classical Plot

Georges Enescu and Karol Szymanowski never met, but for a period before, during and
immediately after WW1 their music moved in parallel. In particular, both composers turned
to Classical Greek drama (Sophocles and Euripides, respectively) for the major operas that
lie right at the centre of their outputs (Oedipe and Kroél Roger). By considering these works
together, | will show first that the models of humanism embraced by these composers
motivated a shift from plot to ethos, and secondly that, despite the very real affinities, the
respective projects of these composers were entirely different, given their contrasted
backgrounds in Romania and Poland. This allows for a deconstruction of conventional
understandings of an East European musical ‘renaissance’ in the early twentieth century. At
the same time it contextualises Enescu’s investment in cultural transition by invoking wider
discourses of Balkanism.

Jim Samson joined the staff at Royal Holloway in 2002 as Professor of Music having
previously been at the Universities of Exeter and Bristol. He has published widely (including
seven single-authored books) on the music of Chopin and on analytical and aesthetic topics.
He is one of three Series Editors of The Complete Chopin: A New Critical Edition (Peters).
In 1989 he was awarded the Order of Merit from the Polish Ministry of Culture for his
contribution to Chopin scholarship, and in 2000 he was elected a Fellow of the British
Academy. His most recent publications include The Cambridge History of Nineteenth-
Century Music (2002) and Virtuosity and the Musical Work: The Transcendental Studies of
Liszt (Cambridge, 2003), which was awarded the Royal Philharmonic Book Prize in 2004.
He recently edited a textbook with J. P. E. Harper-Scott, An Introduction to Music Studies,
and is currently preparing research projects on Music in the Balkans and Music in Cyprus.
His edition of the Chopin Ballades (Peters Edition) was named 2009 Edition of the Year' in
the International Piano Awards.

George Enescu in the French and Romanian Written Press of 1922

This study represents a continuation of the research that | started with Florinela Popa
several years ago and has already been completed by the publication of three volumes
(between 2009 and 2010). The 224 newspaper articles from the archives of the National
Museum G. Enescu written in French and Romanian which | covered for this study, capture
a part of G. Enescu's work since 1922 and provide an overview how the musician was
perceived by his contemporaries. From a statistical point of view, most of the articles were
published in France - a total of 187 articles, 22 in Belgium, 12 in Romania, 2 in Monaco and
one in Switzerland. They offer the pleasure of an interesting and captivating reading, even
when they are clearly marked by the subjectivity of the author.

Camelia Anca Séarbu, musicologist, was born in 1981. MM in musicology at the National
Music University of Bucharest and currently Ph.D. student at the same University. She
worked for Radio Romania Cultural, she taught Music Theory at the School of Music and
Fine Arts No. 2 of Bucharest and she is currently a researcher at the ,Geoge Enescu”
National Museum. She compiled, prefaced and annotated (together with the musicologist
Florinela Popa) for the Ill volumes Documents of the M.N.G.E. Archive — Press Articles on
George Enescu.

“George Enescu” National Awards for Banat Region Composers

George Enescu’s personality had a significant impact on the musical life of Banat region,
which has resonated along latest centuries with the great cultural events of the Western
world. Pages from Enescu’s creation have been interpreted for the first time in Lugoj, Arad,
Caransebes, and Timisoara. The great occurrence of violin recitals managed to fuel a
powerful emulation among Banat’s young composers. Putting in context the exceptional
event of initiating the “George Enescu” National Award in Composition, based on first hand
documentary sources, the study reveals the significant contribution of Banat's musicians,
laureates of the composition competition founded by George Enescu, to the affirmation and
consolidation of the national composition school. At the 27 editions of “George Enescu”
National Award in Composition, six composers from Banat have been laureates,
exponential names for the axiological dimension of a cultural sui generis space, Banat,
characterized by obvious Baroque inflections.

Born in Bocsa in 1957, graduate of the Bucharest Conservatory, Constantin-Tufan Stan is
a teacher at “Filaret Barbu” Art School of Lugoj and an Associate Professor at the West
University of Timisoara. He is a Doctor of Musicology and member of the Society of
Romanian Composers and Musicologists. He presented papers at the “George Enescu”
International Symposium, as well as in the Internationales Musikwissenschatftliches
Symposium in Mlnchen. He published articles and studies in numerous cultural magazines.
He is the author of the volumes: Rapsodia din Belint; Corul din Chizatau; Societatea Corala
,Lira” din Lugoj; Zeno Vancea. Etape biografice si impliniri muzicale; Laurian Nicorescu.

"The Counterpoint of Moods" in Sept Chansons de Clement Marot by George
Enescu

Sept Chansons de Clement Marot is a singular creation among Enescu's operas, which in
its subtext contains a counterpoint of feelings by means of piano and voice interpolation.
This is seen mostly in the comments of Marot's poetics, and | mean not only the written
poetic text, but mostly in George Enescu's indications regarding the dynamic and agogic
"texts", which aims to ignite the emotion that has to be transmitted to the public.

Carmen-Antoaneta Stoianov (b. 1950, Bucharest) - is a musicologist and professor, with a
PhD in musicology from the National Music University in Bucharest, MA in Hebrew Cultural
Studies (UB), member of the Romanian Composer's and Musicologist's Union, member of
SNR-SIMC and ARFA, chief editor of REVART. Has received numerous national and
international prizes for art critics and theory and her activity in the media. She has been part
of many national and international juries. Carmen Stoianov has written many monographies
and works of synthesis, all this while being a member of the editorial board of Analysis and
Metaphysics, Linguistic and Philosophical Investigations, Review of Contemporary
Philosophy Denbridge Press New York; she was also part of translation, editing and
scientific consulting boards among others the editing (in Romanian) of Richard Swinburne's
(from Oxford University, member of the British Academy) operas.

| Roxana Susanu (Bucharest, Romania)
| Oedipe and the Inner Geometry of the Human Being
From Hegel to J. J. Goux, Oedipus was considered the mythic prototype of the philosopher. The present
study proposes an interdisciplinary approach, based on existing analyses in the Romanian musicology,
| correlating research with the three instruments used by the Ancient Greek culture to build and understand
the inner geometry of the human being: philosophy (searching for the truth), ethics (of the good) and
aesthetics (of the beauty). The similitude between the leitmotifs of Oedipe, the Sphinx and the Destiny can
be the starting point of the spiritual evolution of the character. Choosing life and suffering as mean-values
(T. Vianu) to reach the goal of inner freedom, Oedipus discloses an aesthetic meaning of this value. Man’s
freedom against Fate lies under the sign of the sublime. Oedipus confers respect to the former,
imaginatively transferring an unlimited capacity of expansion. In a Kantian sense, this respect for his own
humane side leaves room for respecting man'’s freedom, as object of his respect, humanizing the abstract
idea of absolute freedom. The tragic, called by Vianu a reversed beauty reasserted by reversion, is
converted into the sublime. Searching for freedom becomes an aesthetic way towards harmony, uniquely
developed by music.
Roxana Susanu, born in 1956, is a graduate of the National University of Music, Bucharest, musicology
section. Between 1989 and 2004, she worked in musical research at the B.A.R., providing expertise on
| musical manuscripts. Her interes is mainly towards musical aesthetics, her doctorate thesis synthesizing
| the most original ideas of the composer and aesthetician Dimitrie Cuclin, reflected in his interesting
manuscripts. She is active in written press and radio, being the author of cronics, studies, musical analysis
on Romanian modern and current music.

Au XX-eme siécle, la musique tonale se diversifie. Ainsi, a cbté de 'impressionnisme il y a aussi la musique
postromantique et la musique néoclassique.

The Evolution of George Enescu’s Carreer Reflected in lassy Newspapers

George Enesco’s creation reflects the Moldavian spirituality, and the strong bond with lasi, the
place where his talent was discovered and his life was shaped. He became the founder and the
president of the Symphonic Society and the President of the Senate, at the Conservatory that
bears, from about a century, his name. This paper reveal the opinions of Eduard Caudella,
Teodor T. Burada, Alexandru Zirra, and other lasi musicians, from the first decades of the last
century, in order to highlight the bonds that Enesco held with the cultural life of the town, with its
intellectuals, and to put the emphasis on his multiple development as violin and piano player,
conductor, composer and educator. Most of the information is published for the first time, and is
supposed to complete the data about Enesco’s activity and life, dedicated to support the
Romanian culture.

The Vocal Symphonic Poem ISIS — from Enescu’s Sketch to Pascal Bentoiu’s
Orchestration

In 1996 composer Pascal Bentoiu discovered the sketch of the orchestral pages subsequently
authenticated as the “Vocal symphonic poem Isis* among the manuscripts of the Enescu
archive. Betoiu’s orchestration (1999) and the published score (2004) revealed a original opus,
which had been planned in 1923 within the spiritual and thematic aura of the Oedipe opera. (In
the autumn of 1922, the composer had finalized the voices-and-piano score for his dramatic
masterpiece.) The process of deciphering the manuscript and recomposing Enescu’s thinking
through an orchestral multiplication of the sound, as well as the structure, the language and the
expression of this new opus in Enescu’s catalogue constitute the object of this study.

Laura Vasiliu is a professor at the University of Arts “George Enescu” in lasi and a researcher
specialising in the analysis of modern musical works, as well as in the general musicology of
that period. Her musical education took place in Baia-Mare, lasi and Cluj-Napoca (Phd in
Musicology); her published activity includes books (Articulatia si dramaturgia muzicala in epoca
moderna.

Raluca Voicu-Arnautoiu (Bucharest, Romania)
New Documents about George Enescu’s Last Years, Discovered in the Secret
Police Archives

This paper is mainly based on documents of the former Secret Police referring to George
Enescu, now held by the National Council for the Study of the Securitate Archives (CNSAS).
They show that the Romanian communist authorities were bent on persuading Enescu to return
to his homeland. The authorities used various means to follow George Enescu in order to find
out his intention and influence him: opening and photographing letters sent to or received from
Romania, recruiting agents amongst his entourage, monitoring those close to him and
intercepting their correspondence (i.e. letters exchanged by Corneliu Bediteanu and Romeo
Draghici). Staff at the legation of the Romanian People’s Republic regularly informed the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Bucharest or even the Council of Ministers about conversations
with George and Maria Enescu, about their life style in Paris and, in particular, about their
possible plans to return to Romania.

loana Raluca Voicu-Arnautoiu is a lecturer at the National University of Music. She studied the
violin at the Bucharest Conservatory and was offered a grant by the Italian government to attend
the special classes of the Fiesole Conservatory.
