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Abstract: The Mongol Invasion from 1236-1242 Presented in the
Literary Sources. The Mongol invasion of Europe was presented in
numerous contemporary or late literary sources such as: annals,
chronicles, stories, poems. They come from a vast geographic area
and from different areas of civilization. Thereby, we have literary
sources from the Chinese, Muslim, Eastern European Orthodox
(Russian) spaces as well as from the Western European Catholic space
(Polish, Hungarian, German, Italian, French, English etc.). According
to the quantity and quality of the information that was communicated,
those sources can be grouped in three large categories: a) those that
only register the Mongol invasion; b) those that present summary
information on the development of the Mongol invasion; c) those that
give detailed information on its development.
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Marea invazie mongold din 1236-1241 a pus in contact direct
civilizatia europeana cu o noua civilizatie ,,a stepelor” si cu un nou
popor de origine turanica, cel mongol. Contactul, mai exact ciocnirea
dintre dintre cele doua civilizatii, a fost unul violent. Patrunderea prin
forta armelor a mongolilor 1n spatiul rasdritean si central al
continentului a surprins lumea europeana complet nepregatita.

Marea invazie mongola in Europa. Invazia mongola impotriva
Europei a fost hotarata in kuriltay-ul din 1235, in cadrul caruia s-au
reunit membrii casei gingishanide, aldturi de principalii comandanti
militari. Ea a fost o solutie de compromis rezultatd in urma
confruntarii dintre doud puncte de vedere: cel sustinut de o tabara, in
frunte cu marele han Ogodey (1229-1241), care propunea invadarea
Chinei dinastiei Sung, si cel sustinut de o grupare, in frunte cu marele
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general Subedey si reprezentantii casei lui Djuchi, care solicitau
invadarea spatiului rus si a Europei risaritene’.

In urma confruntirii celor doua puncte de vedere divergente,
sustine Jack Weatherford, kuriltay-ul a adoptat , 0 hotardre
remarcabila si fara precedent: armata mongold avea sa porneascad in
toate directiile;, impartindu-se, va ataca simultan Dinastia Sung si
Europa’. Punerea in aplicare a acestei decizii a permis armatei
mongole sd inregistreze performante unice in istorie pana in epoca
contemporand. ,, Armata mongold, angajata in aceste campanii —
conchide autorul amintit — se va intinde pe o distanta de cinci mii de
mile (c. 8.000 km, n.n.) si pana la peste o suta de grade latitudine,
fapt neegalat de nicio alta armata pana in Al Doilea Razboi Mondial,
cand Statele Unite si Aliatii au luptat in campanii simultane in Europa
si Asia’”.

Nu insistdm aici asupra prezentdrii detaliate a desfasurarii invaziei
mongole. Acest lucru a fost facut de-a lungul timpului de numerosi
autori, care, fie au abordat derularea marii invazii mongole in
ansamblul ei, fie in diferitele regiuni afectate de aceasta®. Ca urmare,
ne vom limita doar la a prezenta succint principalele directii de
operatii ale fortelor mongole si la precizarea obiectivelor acestora.

Asaltul mongol asupra Europei s-a produs in doui etape. Intr-o
prima etapad, cuprinsa intre primavara anului 1236 si decembrie 1240,
au fost atacate si supuse cnezatele rusesti, Cumania Alba, popoarele

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din Caucazia si Transcaucazia, precum si cele din Crimeea. A doua
etapd, desfasurata intre primavara anului 1241 si cea a anului 1242, a
constat 1n asaltul asupra Europei Centrale.

In vederea atacirii Europei Centrale, avand drept obiectiv
principal cucerirea Ungariei, fortele mongole s-au concentrat in iarna
anilor 1240-1241 1in teritoriile Cnezatului de Halici-Volhynia. De aici,
asaltul asupra Europei Centrale a fost dat pe trei directii. Gruparea
mongola situata in flancul nordic al dispozitivului militar conceput de
Batu si Subedey, comandata in principal de fratii lui Batu, a devastat
Polonia Mare, Polonia Mica, o parte a Sileziei si a Boemiei. Principala
grupare a zdrobit oastea maghiard si a supus intreaga Ungarie,
detasamentele sale naintate ajungand pana in apropierea Vienei. In
sfarsit, gruparea din flancul sudic, comandata de printii Qadan, Buri si
Bocek, a strabatut intregul spatiu romanesc, de unde a pdtruns in
Ungaria. Ulterior, sub comanda printului Qadan, fortele mongole din
compunerea acestui flanc au Tnaintat pana in Croatia, pe coasta
dalmata a Adriaticii.

Stoparea marii invazii mongole si, probabil, salvarea Europei
Apusene s-au datorat unui eveniment cu totul neasteptat, anume
moartea marelui han Ogodey. Survenitd in decembrie 1241, a pus
capat unei ofensive care parea de neoprit. Interesat in mod direct de
alegerea noului mare han, Batu a dispus oprirea ofensivei spre vest si
retragerea fortelor mongole spre Asia. In cursul retragerii, fortele
mongole din flancul sudic, comandate de printul Qadan, au devastat si
supus Serbia si Taratul Vlaho-Bulgar. Sub stapanirea mongola
ramanea un vast teritoriu care se intindea din China pand la poalele
Muntilor Carpati.

Reflectarea marii invazii mongole de izvoarele literare.
Amploarea si impactul marii invazii mongole asupra civilizatiilor de
pe doua continente au facut ca relatdri despre ea sd se regaseasca in
numeroase izvoare literare. Avem aici In vedere anale, cronici,
relatdri, poeme literare, contemporare sau tardive, care provin dintr-un
areal geografic vast si din arii de civilizatie diferite. Dispunem, astfel,
de izvoare literare din spatiul chinezesc, musulman, est-european
ortodox (rusesc), precum si din cel vest-european, de confesiune
catolica (polonez, maghiar, german, italian, francez, englez etc).

La baza demersului nostru std un esantion de circa 100 de
asemenea izvoare literare, provenite din toate ariile de civilizatie
mentionate. Redactarea lor s-a realizat intr-o perioada lunga de timp,
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respectiv din a doua jumatate a secolului al XIII-lea si pana in secolul
al XVII-lea. Precizam faptul cd pentru a asigura posibilitatea
cititorului de a verifica veridicitatea afirmatiilor noastre, am recurs,
acolo unde a fost posibil, la folosirea mai multor editii a aceluiasi
izvor istoric.

In functie de cantitatea si calitatea informatiilor comunicate,
respectivele izvoare pot fi grupate in trei mari categorii: a) care doar
inregistreazd marea invazie mongold; b) care oferda o serie de
informatii sumare referitoare la desfasurarea marii invazii mongole; c)
care transmit informatii detaliate referitoare la desfasurarea acesteia.

Prima categorie de izvoare se limiteaza doar la a Tnregistra marea
invazie mongolda, de cele mai multe ori cu mentionarea statelor
afectate de aceasta sau a conducdtorilor ucisi, uneori chiar indirect.
Informatiile transmise de respectivele izvoare litarare au, In general,
continuturi de tipul: ,, Tartari vastant Ungariam”, ,, Tartari Ungariam
et Poloniam vastaverunt et plures occiderunt”, , Tartari Ungariam
invaserunt.

Continutul textelor este mult
mai elaborat si mai amplu. in cuprinsul lor acestea includ informatii
referitoare la aspecte diferite ale invaziei mongole, precum efectivele
angajate de beligeranti, componenta comandamentului mongol si
zonele de operatii ale comandantilor mongoli, directiile de deplasare si
de actiune ale fortelor mongole, orase si cetdti asediate si cucerite,
situatia  populatiei locale, soarta conducatorilor, raporturile
invingatorilor cu Invinsii etc. Consideram necesar sd facem si aici
precizarea ca, cu putine exceptii, respectivele izvoare nu abordeaza
marea invazie mongola In ansamblul siu, ci, aproape exclusiv, ele
relateaza evenimentele consumate 1n ariile geografice din care provin.

In acest punct al demersului nostru considerdm util si necesar sa
facem cateva precizari. [zvoarele din aceasta categorie sunt inegale ca
valoare istoricd prin continutul infomatiilor transmise. Unele dintre ele
includ chiar elemente fanteziste in prezentarea evenimentelor. In
pofida acestor neajunsuri, abordate cu rigoare si spirit critic, izvoarele
literare din aceastd categorie contribuie in mod decisiv la conturarea
unei imagini cat mai complete si mai integratoare a marii invazii
mongole in Europa din 1236-12428,
