MIGRATIE SI INVAZIE iN EPOCA BRONZULUI
DIN CRISANA

Schimbarile fenomenului cultural a provocat dintotdeauna cercetatori din
numeroase discipline. Modificarile ce survin in cultura materiala sunt adeseori
explicate - in ceea ce priveste preistoria - pe baza schimbarilor intervenite in
inventarul arheologic. Cultura arheologici a fost definitd in numeroase
randurt’, insa generalizand, o culturd este reflectatd de un ansamblu de
artefacte care apare asociat in mod repetat in locuinte de acelasi tip, avand
acelasi nit funerar, intr-o anumita arie si intr-o perioada determinata de timp,
specifica unei anumite comunititi umane.

Schimbarile intervenite in cultura matenald sunt rezultatul a doud procese
diferite: difuziune culturala si migratie?. In lucrarea de fati avem in vedere
analiza manifestarilor ultimului dintre acestea.

Migcirile de populatie pot fi definite ca o populare a unei zone sau — in
cazul in care spatiul era deja locuit, ca in cazul nostru — ca o repopulare, ce
se petrece in momentul care o populatie straina intrd intr-o arie unde disloca
sau asimileaza populatia alogend. Populatia invadatoare trebuie sa aduca cu
ea o limba si culturd noua pe care o impun populatiei autohtone.

Imigratia este patrunderea individualid de oameni intr-o arie deja locuita. in
mod obignuit intrusii calatoresc ca membrii unei familii sau alt fel de grup social.
De obicei populatia autohtoni i asimileaza. insi daca imigrantii vin intr-un numar
suficient de mare pentru a domina intreaga arie i aduc cu ei 0 noua cultura care
reugesc s o impund, atunci aceasta imigrafie se transforma in invazie®.

Datorita faptului ca incepand din antichitate avem date s1 informatii
privind numeroase invazii §i infiltratii de populafie, exista tendinta gresita
sd aplicam aceleasi principii §i pentru preistorie in ceea ce priveste cea
mai mare parte a schimbrilor culturale*. Insa este gresita aplicarea pentru
aceasta perioada a acestor procese sau comparatii raportate la preistorie.
Aceste procese de imigrare §i invazie s-au petrecut la fiecare nivel al
dezvoltari istorice, fiecare cu specificul g1 implicatiile sale.

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In lucrarea de fata vom discuta aceste procese, raportate la cultura
Otomani, cu speciald referire la aria pe care aceasta o ocupa pe teritoriul
Romaniei. Am ales ca subiect aplicat de discutie privind aceasta tema, cultura
Otomani, deoarece din toate culturile perioadei preistorice din nord-vestul
Romanier este manifestarea culturala cea mai bine cunoscutd §1 cercetata,
atat la nivel national cét i european.

Cultura Otomani, ce s-a manifestat pe parcursul bronzului mylociu in
nord-estul bazinului carpatic este o manifestare culturala foarte importanta,
nu doar datorita ariei sale man §i perioadei indelungate de timp in care s-a
dezvoltat ci 51 datoritd pozitiei sale la intersectia a mai multor rute comerciale.
Prin legaturile sale cu diferitele culturi invecinate este o culturda cheie in
cunoagterea bronzului mijlociu in Europa centrala.

Ana, debutul si finalul acestei cultun sunt inca subiectul multor opinii diferite.
pentru a nu intra intr-o analiz3 a istoricului pnvind aceasta problema g1 a nu lungi
in mod inutil discutia, vom considera ca majoritatea cercetatorilor ci cultura
Otomani s-a manifestat pe parcursul perioadei Reinecke Bz A, — C’ in spatiul
cupnns de nord-vestul Romaniet, nord-estul Ungariei, si sud-estul Slovaciei®.,

Pentru o analiza a elementelor privind imigrafia si/sau invazia vom face o
scurta prezentare a principalelor trasaturi ale culturii Otomam. Majoritatea
agezarilor Otomani este reprezentati de agezan deschise In campie in apropierea
cursurilor de apd, asezari fortificate pe promontoriu sau de tip tell. In ceea ce
priveste agezirile fortificarte pe promontoriu acestea sunt fortificate in debutul
acestei cultuni insa la sfargitul Bz B s1inceputul Bz C, fortificatia a fost dezafectata’.
In ceea ce priveste ritul funerar, cu foarte putine exceptii, de la inceputul si pana
la sfargitul cultuni cand apar morminte de incinerafie (Streda nad Bodrogom,
Hajdvibagos®), restul mormintelor sunt de inhumatie in pozitie chircita cu fata
cétre est - barbatii cu capul citre nord iar femeile cu capul spre sud’® - organizate
in necropole mari ca la Tiszafiired ‘Majoroshalom’, Megyaszé sau mai mici
cala Pir"". Formele predominante ale ceramicii sunt canile, cestile, strichinile,

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umele, vasele de tip askos. Oramentele sunt realizate in marea majoritate
prin incizii dispuse pe gatul vaselor sau in spirala pe corpul vaselor, uneori
dispuse in jurul unor butoni. Dorim sa amintim aict modelele de care, ce sunt
o caracteristicd a bronzului mijlociu din bazinul carpatic, chiar daca primele
modele apar inca din eneoliticul tarziu'?>. Metalurgia este reprezentata prin
depozitele si piesele de orizont Apa — Hajdusamson. Principalele piese sunt
sabiile, topoarele (cu disc si spin, cu tub de inmanugare sau gaura de
inmanugsare) bratari, majoritatea lor fiind decorate cu incizii drepte sau
spiralice. Piesele de podoaba sunt bine reprezentate de piese de aur descoperite
mai ales in agezarile de tip tell: Sacuieni, Jaszdozsa, Toszeg, Tiszasuly. Nici
o altd cultura a epocii bronzului de pand acum §i nici dupa (poate cu exceptia
culturii Noua) nu a atins un nivel atat de ridicat in ceea ce priveste industria
osului. Materia prima provine, in cea mai mare parte, din coamele cervideelor,
dar nu numai, din care se realizau mai ales unelte agricole. Din colfil unor
animale precum ursul sau porcul mistret erau realizate pandantive. Un alt
produs realizat din os, specific acestei culturii, sunt psaliile'*.

Manifestarile culturale de la sfargitul bronzului timpuriu — Reinecke
Bz A, ce s-au manifestat in aria ocupata ulterior de cultura Otomani
sunt; cultura Hatvan, cultura Nagyrév, grupul cultural Sanislau™ i cultura
Kostany.

Nu dorim si insistdm asupra diferitelor aspecte privind aceste culturi,
insd principalele caracteristici ale acestora sunt: locuirea in agezari de tip
tell, agezari deschise in zone joase sau agezari fortificate pe promontoriu.
Ritul funerar predominant era incineratia (cultura Hatvan, grupul Sanislau,
grupul Rogia)". Metalurgia bronzului era inca in formare, cu foarte putine
obiecte gasite in agezari. Industria pietrei este incd bine reprezentata.
Formele ceramice sunt in mare parte aceleasi cu cele specifice culturii
Otomani pe care o preced insd decorul este diferit (predomina incizia,
fiind realizate motive zoomorfe 1ar motivele geometrice sunt distincte
pentru aceastd perioadd, ornamentul realizat cu maturicea de tip
besenstrich si cel textil sunt specifice acestei perioade.

O buna ilustrare a tranzitiei de la bronzul timpuriu la cel mijlociu si
aparitia noii culturi — Otomani — se poate observa datorita unei stratigrafii
intinsa pe o lunga perioada de timp, in asezirile de tip tell, precum cele

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de la Békés, Toszeg, Sacuieni, Tiszaflired, etc, sau in cazul asezarilor
fortificate de la Otomani “Cetatea de pamant”, Salacea “Dealul Vida” ori
Barca'®.

Nu s-a descoperit nict o urma de distrugere in masa sau schimbari
demografice la acest nivel cronologic — tranzitia de la bronz timpuriu la cel
mijlociu - (cresterea numarului de inmormantari, sau nivele consistente de
ardere in agezari. Nici in cazul agezarilor fortificate pe promontoriu nu s-au
gasitmvele de distrugere sau nu s-a sesizat o incetare a locuirii. Toate acestea
constitule un argument puternic pentru o evolutie pasnica in aceasta arie.

La sfarsitul bronzului milociu in arta ocupati de populatia culturn
Otomani apar noi manifestdn culturale. La sfarsitul bronzului mylociu
(caracterizat de orizontul Koszider) in vestul s1 nord vestul arie1 Otomanti
apar manifestari caracteristice culturii mormintelor tumulare. Datoritd
mediului diferit pe care acestia 1l gasesc aici fata de cel din aria in care s-au
format, ei i1 schimba o parte a traditiei culturale’’. Dupa o scurta perioada
de unitate culturala, la inceputul bronzului tarziu se petrece un fenomen de
regionalizare. in acest mod apar grupurile culturale Cehalut'®, Igrita®®, Piliny,
Téapé?, care in fapt reprezint au aceeasi ridacina culturala dar care prezinta
caracteristici zonale.

Asezarile acestora sunt la inceput in acelagi loc unde au fost inainte cele
ale culturit Otoman, insd dupa o scurta perioada incep sa prefere alte zone —
poate datorita unel economii pastorale, mult mai mobile. Din aceasta perioada
cunoastem relativ putine agezari, majoritatea fiind nefortificate, cu o existenta
de scurta durata. Ritul funerar din bronzul tarziu este mixt. Apar numeroase
morminte de incineratie unele cu cenuga imprastiata in groapa sau la nivelul
de célcare sub un tumul. De asemenea intalnim morminte de incineratie in
umne (ce va conduce ulterior la aparitia culturii cimpurilor de urne). Ins3, in
acelasi timp, se mentine ritul de inhumatie, mai ales la debutul bronzului
tarziu. O noud ceramici caracterizeaza debutul bronzului tarziu in bazinul
carpatic, reprezentatd de castroane mai ales de culoare neagra lustruita, cu
butoni pronuntati inconjurati de caneluri. Uma este un alt tip ceramic care
apare frecvent in aceasta penoada. Metalurgia bronzului cunoaste o dezvoltare
fara precedent g1 este caracterizatd de piese §1 depozite ce se incadreazi in
onzontul Koszider

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Dupa aceasta scurta prezentare a dezvoltarn culturale de la sfarsitul
bronzului timpuriu si pana la debutul bronzului tarziu din bazinul carpatic,
vom prezenta unele consideratit privind imigratia §i invazia.

Pentru o lunga perioada de imp s-a considerat ca populatia culturii Otomani
era una razboinica, aceasta datorita numeroaselor arme de bronz descoperite si
asezan fortificate aparfinand acestei culturi?'. Unii cercetatorii au afirmat ca aparitia
acestei culturi in acest spatiu este rezultatul unei invazu dinspre sud care aduce
in zona o noud economie, reflectatd in asezarile de tip tell?2,

Datorita faptului ca nu avem cunostintd de nici o manifestare privind o
invazie ne determina sd consideram ca mai degraba avem de-a face cu un
proces de migrare, ce s-a petrecut intr-o perioada indelungati de timp (asa
cum se observa in necropolele de la debutul bronzului myjlociu)®. Datoritd
avansului lor tehnologic populatia alogena a adoptat treptat cultura lor*.

La sfarsitul bronzului mijlociu consideram ca avem de-a face cu o imigrare
a populatieil tumulare, ce s-a petrecut pe o perioada intinsa de timp si care
datoritd numarului mare s-a terminat prin asimilarea populatiei locale. Nu
avem cunostinta de nici un element de fortificare contemporan cu sosirea lor
in acesta parte a bazinului carpatic, toate fostele agezari fortificate fiind acum
fara santuri i valuri de aparare®. Orizontul de depozite din perioada Koszider
s1 de la inceputul Br D pot fi interpretate mai degraba ca o acumulare de
bunuri de cétre persoanele mai instarite. E greu de crezut ca o populatie isi
ascundea comorile intr-un loc pe care urma sa-l paraseasca dupd o scurtd
perioada de timp.

Cercetarile antropometrice de asemenea au indicat o continuitate a
aceluiasi tip antropologic, cu mici variatiuni zonale datorate in primul rand
contactelor existente intre diferite arii culturale sau geografice. Nicéieri nu
s-a sesizat o schimbare radicala a tipului antropomorf care ar putea explica o
dislocare de populatie. Populatia culturii Otomani era reprezentata de
elementul brachicefal de nuanta alpina, combinat cu unele trasaturi nordice
si mediteraneene”.

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Astfel, ambele perioade (inceputul si sfarsitul bronzului mijlociu) in
bazinul carpatic sunt marcate de schimbari importante: culturale,
economice, de populatie, insd acestea nu sunt rezultatul unei invazii
insosite de distrugeri 1 schimbarea totala a populatiei autohtone, care sa
conducai la o migratie in masa?.

Existd mai multe motive pentru popularea sau repopularea unui spatiu.
Migratorii pot sa fie rezultatul unei cresteri de populatie sau ca urmare a unei
presiuni venite de la populatiile invecinate. in mod altemativ sau ca o completare
la aceste impulsuri ei pot fi atragi de conditii mult mai favorabile decat cele din
zona lor de formare. De asemenea ei pot fi afectati de schimbari ale componentelor
naturale si/sau umane atét a vechiului cat si a noulut mediu®.

In epoca bronzului mestesugurile sunt specializate si incepe si se dezvolte
stratificarea sociala. Cand o persoana se imbogateste, aceasta isi va afisa
bundstarea prin consumarea de produse exotice?. Acest lucru se poate aplica
si cultunilor — ca in cazul culturii Otomani - care detineau controlul asupra
unor resurse importante (aur, sare, cupru) sau asupra unor importante rute
comerciale dinspre nord spre sud g1 de la est spre vestul Europei. Chihlimbarul
din zona baltica §1 margelele de faianta din estul bazinului mediteranian
descoperite in aria culturii Otomani este o buna dovada pentru aceasta. Tot
asa la Ganovce s-a descopent primul pumnal de fier din Europa centrala®.
Numeroase arme i podoabe de influentd miceniani au fost descoperite in
aria culturii Otomani.

Dovezile de pana la aceasta ora suporta ipoteza ca pe parcursul epocii
bronzului Europa a fost conectata la mai multe centre regionale de schimb, in
care migcarea intemna a bunurilor s-a facut dupa mecanisme precum darul sau
redistribuire 1ar in zonele periferice i intre difente centre de schimb se face prin
barter 51 comert*!. Aceste sfere de schimburi interioare contin un grad ridicat de
coerenta g1 stabilitate pe parcursul epocii bronzului european. Ulterior, aceste
aspecte ale culturii matenale au fost interpretate ca movatii in urma unor invazi*.

O schimbare se poate petrece in mai multe moduri: de la un tip de artefact
la un altul echivalent, de la simplu la complex, de la un stil la altul, crescand

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sau descrescand varietatea sau complexitatea tehnologica ori schimbari
cantitative®. Insi nu toate aceste schimbiri sunt legate de invazii sau migratii.
Pentru a putea orice schimbare in dezvoltare e de asemenea necesar si definim
cat mai exact posibil natura §i scara la care schimbarea este observata™.

Arheologii ar trebui sa-si clasifice informatia inainte de a interpreta
schimbarile petrecute in cultura materiala ca rezultat al unei megrati sau
invazi. Ar trebui s se inceapa cu studiul unitatilor locale contemporane
stabilite prin cercetari cronologice g1 ar trebui sa defineasca aceste unititi in
termenii care definesc normele lor cultuale pentru a produce complexe de
norme, fiecare individualizand o comunitate locala, o populatie sau o cultura.
Abia dupa aceasta se pot presupune ipoteze ale unor procese ca migcari de
populatie, dezvoltare locald sau aculturatie®. O buni dovada privind cazurile
de invazie §i migratie o gasim in schimbarile ritului funerar, a tipului de
locuire sau a regimului agricol (economic), decat in schimbarile petrecute in
randul artefactelor din bronz — care pot reflecta doar o schimbare a modei*.
Este interesant de vazut unele schimbart din preistorie ca un rezultat al
economiilor mobile (in miscare), aspect care explica foarte bine schimbarile
petrecute la nivel regional®.

Tot mai des, in ultima vreme, aceste schimbari sunt explicate prin
fenomenul unei evolutii locale. lar aparitia de piese exotice, este interpretata
cao crestere a tezaurului unor lideri locali 1 nu ca schimbarea unei aristocratii
de catre o alta®™. Datele obtinute in urma investigatiilor antropologice si
etnografice sunt de folos in intelegerea modelelor in care s-au petrecut
schimbdrile in preistorie, insa interpretarea noastra trebuie s fie una bazata
in primul rand pe evidenta arheologica®.

IMMIGRATION AND INVASION IN CRISANA REGION BRONZE AGE
Summary

Change of a cultural phenomenon has intrigued researches from numerous
disciplines. In archaeology the explanations for cultural changes are dependent
upon a reliable observation of the reflections of such changes in archaeological

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materials. We understand a culture like an assemblage of artefacts that recurs
repeatedly associated in dwellings of the same kind and with burials of the
same rite (note 1).

Cultural changes can be a result of two different mechanisms: diffusion
and migration (note 2). In our paper we will deal just with the manifestation
of the last mechanism.

Population movement may be defined as the original peopling of an area
or, if humans already lived there — like in our case, as the repeopling that
takes place when a foreign population enters the area and displace or absorbs
its native inhabitants. The invading population must bring with it a new
language, culture and impose them on the natives.

Immigration is the intrusion of individual settlers into already populated
area. The intruders usually travel as members of a family or some other kind
of social group. Usually native population assimilates them. But if the
immigrants arrive in large enough numbers to dominate the entire area, and
they bring a new language, culture, etc., to keep them intact, this can be turn
in invasion (note 3).

Because along the time we know so many invasions and infiltration, we
can think in the same way for the prehistory too, but is no good to apply
contemporaneous comparations (note 4). This kind of processes: immigration
and invasion was happened at each level of humankind historical development,
each one with his specific implications.

In our paper we will present the case of Otomani culture. Otomani culture
was choosen like a practical example because in the northwest part of Romania
is the most well know cultural manifestation at the national and European level.

Otomani culture, which was developed in Middle Bronze Age (MBA)
in Carpathian Basin, is a very important cultural manifestation, not only
for his big area and his long time duration, but for his position at crossroad
of many commercial routes too. And through this of his connection with
different cultures is a key culture for a good acknowledge of MBA from
Central Europe.

The beginning and the end of this culture were and still are the subject of
many disputed ideas. For a no longer dry discussion will say, like the majority
of researchers that Otomani culture was developed in Reinecke Bz A, - C
(note 5).

For an analysis of elements concerning immigration or / and invasion
will make a short presentation of principal features of Otomani culture.
Type of settlement the main part of Otomani settlements is represented
by open settlement in plain area, with or without fortification system, in
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near of rivers, other types are tell type settlement and hill fort settlement.
The last was always fortificated in the first stages but at the end of Bz B,
beginning of Bz C the fortification was destroyed (note 7). The houses
are builded on post structure with storage pits in corners and with one —
two hearts for domestic fire, some times with open hearts in outside of
houses. Funeral rites with a very few exception from the beginning and
end stages of this culture when are some incineration burials, the rest of
burials are inhumed in large cemeteries (like Tiszafured) or small one
(like Pir) (notes 8 - 11). The predominant shapes of the pottery are pots,
jugs, bowls and bi-conical urns (or krater - predominantly in the last
stages). The ornaments are mainly incisions on the neck, in spiral shape
on body, sometimes around of a button. Here I want to emphasise about
wagon models that are a characteristic feature of this culture (note 12).
Apa — Hajdusamson depot horizon, represents the metallurgy of Otomani
culture. The principal pieces are swords, axes (disc butted, shaft tube
and shaft hole) bracelet, majority of them with spiral omaments. Jewellery
is well represented by gold pieces which was fiend mainly in tell type
settlement (Sacuieni, Jaszdozsa, Toszeg, Tiszasuly). Bone industry is one
of the principal features of this culture. No another Bronze Age culture
till now and after that (maybe with exception of Noua — Sabatinovka
culture has a such high level of bone industry). The raw material is mainly
from deer horns bun not only. The principal products of this kind of
industry are represented by psalia for horse harnachament or agricultural
tools (note 13).

The cultures from the end of Early Bronze Age (EBA) — Reinecke
A,, which was in this area, before Otomani culture 1s Hatvan culture,
Nagyrev culture, Sanislau group and Kostany culture (note 14).

We don’t want to insist over the different aspects of these cultures,
but the principal features of these are tell type settlement opened
settlements in the plain or fortified settlements on promontory. Burial rite
was predominantly incineration (note 15). Bronze metallurgy is still in
the formation process, with very few objects find it in settlements. Stone
industry is still well represented. The shape of the pottery is represented by
the same shapes but the ornaments are different (incision is predominant,
zoomorphic figures and shapes are distinct for this period) and very
characteristic is textile and besenstrich ornament.

A good ilustration of transition from EBA to MBA and apparition of the
newest culture — Otomani — we can see in tell type settlements, like those
from Toszeg, Sacuieni, Tiszafured, etc. This, because of a long stratigraphic
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sequence, or in case of fortified hill settlements, like those from Otomani —
Cetatea de pamant, Salacea — Dealul Vida or Barca (note 16).

We didn’t find any trace of mass destruction or demographic changes at
this cronological level - transition between EBA/MBA - (increasing of burial
number, charcoal levels in settlements). Because even in fortificated
settlements on promontory we don’t find this kind of destruction layers or
stopping of habitation is a strong argument for a peaceful development of
this area.

At the end of MBA in area occupied before by Otomani culture people
apear new cultural manifestations. In the last phase of MBA in this space
appear the Tumulus culture — Koszider period. Because of different
environment that they find here, they change a part of their customs (note 17).
After a short time of cultural unity, at the beginning of Late Bronze Age
(LBA), a regionalisation process was happened. In this way appear Piliny,
Cehalut and Igrita cultures, Tape type group, etc, which in fact is the same
culture but with local features (notes 18 - 20).

Their settlements are at the beginning on the same places where was
before Otomani cultures, but after a short period they prefer different sites —
maybe because was a more pastoralist, more mobile culture. We know just
very few settlements from this period, the majority — unfortified, with a short
existence. Funeral rite was mixt. Appear a lot of incinerated burials, some of
them with scattered ash in a pit or at the surface under a tumulus. We meet
also incinerated burials in urns (which later will be more developed -
Urnfieldkultur), but in the same time are some surviving inhumed burials. A
new pottery appears in LBA, represented by dish especially black colour,
with buttons encircled by caneluris. Urn is also another vessel type that occurs
very often. The metallurgy is well represented in depots that are included in
Kosider funde horizon.

After this presentation of cultural development in Bronze Age from
Carphatian Basin, I will present my opinion concerning the topics of this
paper: immigration and invasion.

For a long time was believed that Otomani culture people was a warrior
population, this because of numerous bronze weapon finded and for their
fortificated settlement (note 21). Some researcher said the emergence of this
culture in this area is the result of an invasion from south which bring here a
new economy, reflected in tell type settlement (note 22).

The fact that we don’t know any manifestation of an invasion make us to
believe that rather was an immigration process, which was happened in a
long time, as we can se from the necropolises from the beginning of MBA
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(note 23). Becouse of their technological advance the local population adopted
step by step their culture (note 24).

At the end of MB A we consider that was a Tumular immigration, which was
a long lasting one and because of their high number they finished to assimilate
the local population. From their coming in this part of Carphatian Basin we don’t
know any element of fortification, all of the former fortificated sites now was
whiteout walls and ditches (note 25). The depotfunde horizon from Kosider
perniod and from beginning of BrD stage can be interpreted like storage of wealth
of the reach people. Is hard to belive that a population hides their treasures in a
place, which they must leave in a short time.

So the both periods (beginning and ending of MB A in Carphatian Basin)
are marked by important changes: cultural, population, economy. But these
are not the result of an invasion with destroings and total change of alogen
population, which conducted at mass migration (note 27).

There is more than one reason for the peopling or repeopling of an area
The migrants may have responded to their own over population or to pressure
from neighbouring populations. Alternatively or in addition, they may have
been attracted by more favourable conditions in their now homeland. And
they may also have been affected by changes in the natural and/or human
components of either old or their new environments (note 28).

In Bronze Age the crafts are specialised and social stratification is developed.
When a person become rich, this person will present his success through exotic
products consuming (note 29). This is applicable for cultures to — like in case of
Otomani culture, which has the control of important resources (gold, salt), or has
the control of important commercial routes from north to south and east to west
Europe. Amber from Baltic region and faience beads from east Mediterranean
region is a good proof for that. At Ganovce was discovered the earliest iron
dagger in Central Europe (note 30). A lot of weapons and jewellery with mycenian
influence was discovered in area of Otomani culture.

The present evidence supports the hypothesis that during Bronze Age, Europe
was connected by a number of inter-locking regional exchanges networks, in
which goods moved internally by such mechanisms as gift or redistribution and
in the peripheral areas and between networks by barter and trade (note 31). This
network of interlocking exchanges spheres retained a high degree of coherence
and stability during the European Bronze Age. At the beginning of this century
this aspects of material culture was interpreted like innovation after an invasion
(note 32).

A change can be in different ways: from one equivalent of artefact to another,
from simple to complex, from a style to another, increase or decrease of vanety
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or technological complexity, changes in quantity (note 33). But not all this changes
are related just to invasion or immigration. To be able to explain any change in
the development it is also necessary to define and express as exactly as possible
the nature and size of the change observed (note 34).

Archaeologist should classify their data before infermng migration and its
alternative from thenm. They should start with local area-period units established
through chronological research and should define those units in terms of their
diagnostic cultural norms inorder to produce complexes of norms, each indicative
of a local population or people and its culture. Then they may infer hypothesis of
population movement, local development, or acculturation (note 35). A good
proof for mvasion or immigration we find in changes of funeral rite, of settlement
pattern or of agricultural regime, than in changes of bronze artefacts — which can
be o change of fashion (note 36). [s interesting to see some changes in prehistoric
ages like a result of mobile economies, which can explain very well the regional
changes (note 37).

In the last years prehistoric archaeologist explain much more the changes
through an internal local evolution. And when exotic pieces appear, they are
interpreted like a treasure growth of local leaders and not like a change of a
aristocracy (note 38). The data obtaining from anthropological and
ethnographic studies are useful for a understanding of pattern changes in
prehistory, but our interpretation must be one based mainly on archaeological
evidence (note 39).
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
