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A topic like the historiography of the Transylvanian sigillographic research 
may be approached with reference to a time trame that stretches between the 
beginning of the 19th century and the contemporary period, which, in turn, can be 
divided into severa! phases due to both the natural evolution of historical knowledge, 
as well as the paradigm shifts that occurred when approaching such historical sources 
according to various trends or fashions. Aspects regarding the history of the 
sigillographic contributions conceming Transylvania were previously published in 
other contexts 1, but they limited themselves to a rather linear overview, without 
identifying or detaching the main reasons that deterrnined such research perspectives 
within this discipline. On the other hand, the task of compiling a chronological, 
thematical and criticai bibliography with reference to Transylvania would exceed the 
objectives of the present paper2, which is why only the most important contributions 
that have established the main research directions will be mentioned and stressed 
upon. 

A first stage in the historiography of the Transylvanian seals research can be 
considered the period up to the middle of the 19th century, when this instrument for 
diplomatic authentication was perceived as a primary source for recovering heraldic 
insignia, a fact also noted by the illustrious scholar Zsigmond (Sigismund) Jak63

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first such actions had not a scientific motivation, but rather aimed at their 
registration, since the imperial authorities, with the assistance of the regional 
Cubernium, were interested in collecting sketches and molds of various seals that 
lud previously belonged to counties, seats and even noble families. The interest in 
gathering these historical sources developed also among individuals, the most 
extensive collection of such kind belonging to count J6zsef Kemeny4

. His five­
volume opus, preserved today în the collections of the Romanian Academy Library 
in Cluj-Napoca, though unpublished so far, reproduces in ink seals that belonged not 
only to central or local institutions în Transylvania, but also to noblemen or various 
individuals, fi-om the Middle Ages up to the contemporary period of the author. For 
el(ample, this work contains the largest collection of seal drawings that originally 
relonged to the medieval Transylvanian voivodes and early-modem princes. In the 
sime time with these efforts, the first analytic contributions started to be printed, 
among the most important being the one published by Joseph Bedeus von 
Schaarberg5

, who investigated the heraldry of Transylvanian princes and nations 
starting fi-om their historical seals. 

After the middle of the l 9th century up to the Great Union, the number of 
sigillografic papers referring to Transylvania increased exponentially. In this second 
historiographical period, the approach of those who dealt with Transylvanian seals 
was mainly a positivistic one, leading to a massive publication of these sources, but 
most of the time without placing too much value on the diplomatic contexts în which 
they were identified. The increasing interest în analyzing historical sources in this 
matter was due to the establishment of several cultural and scientific institutions, 
such as the Verein far Siebenbiirgische Landeskunde, founded în Mediaş in 1840, or 
the ErdeM Muzeum-Egyesiilet [Transylvanian Museum Society"] în Cluj, founded în 
1859, and especially the publishing of several Hungarian periodicals, such as 
Szazadok [Centuries], Archeologiai Ertesito [The Archeological Journal], Tortenelmi 
Tar [The Historical Magazine] or Turul', which hosted studies regarding seals that 
belonged to various princes, noblemen, towns, villages, or craft guilds. Among the 
historians who published or discussed în this period seals of Transylvanian origin it

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The year 1918 inaugurated the third historiographical phase of the 
Transylvanian sigillography, characterized by the interests of Romanian scholars to 
probe even more these historical sources, but, for the time being, they had orientated 
thernselves only in one direction. The effervescence and enthusiasm of the interwar 
period led to a more thorough and wider continuation of the previous interests in the 
seals of Moldavia and Wallachia, to which were added, as a novelty, those of 
Transylvania. Thus, most contributions focused on the seals of Sigismund Bathori 12 

and Michael the Brave 13, sources in which the heraldic insignia of the three provinces 
were reunited to forma single instrument for validation purposes. 

The establishment of the communist dictatorship in Romania caused a 
radical change in the attention and importance given towards the research fields 
within the auxiliary sciences of history. The publication of specialized journals, such 
as Revista Arhivelor [Archives Review], or Hrisovul [The Charter], was interrupted 
for several years and the institutions that had edited them were, in turn, radically 
reorganized 14

• However, this period, the fourth in the hierarchy of the Transylvanian 
sigillographic research, remains an important one due to the publication in Romanian 
of a major work, yet strongly general in approach, authored by the already mentioned 
Zsigmond Jak6. Entitled Sigilografia cu referire la Transilvania (până la sfârşitul 
secolului al XV-iea), together with several others specialized studies dealing with 
aspects of paleography, diplomatic, or chronology, both referring to Transylvania, on 
one hand, and W allachia and Moldova, on the other hand, shaped the theoretical 
framework for accompanying the medieval charters published almost exclusively in 
their Romanian translation in the collection Documente privind istoria României. 
However, a great merit of Jak6's study was, in fact, the impulse given to the 
Romanian historiography to overcome its ethnic and historical sensitivities and to 
propose inquiries from a wider and more varied palette of sigillographic sources, 
both chronologically and thematically. Roughly ten years after the publishing of this 
work, the number of sigillographic studies with Transylvanian subject increased 
considerably, especially due to museum curators who began to rise awareness about 
the matrices or sealed documents preserved in various museum collections, 
institutions which, in turn, became editors of their own joumals. Therefore, following 
a survey of this historiographical period up to 1990, the high number of published 
articles allowed their classification into severa) thematic categories, as follows: a.)

The current historiographical stage of the Transylvanian sigillographic 
research, determined by the collapse of the communist regime în Romania, does not 
mark a profound change when addressing the paradigm of these sources, but follows 
rather a decrease în the number of the authors, who, în turn, become more prolific. 
On one hand, the previous approach to signal seal imprints and matrices extracted 
from various archival or museum collections continued and, on the other hand, the 
number of contributions increased, but most of them not exceeding previous points 
of view, such as institutional or guild seals. During this period, some of the already 
mentioned authors continued their publishing activity, such as Kâhruin Osz6czki39

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Approaching various time intervals, from the 16th up to the 19th century, these works 
are delimited prirnarily by the administrative-territorial criteria, focusing on 
institutional seals; the most researched areas from this point of view are the former 
counties in western present-day Rornania, especially Satu Mare53 and Arad54

, or the 
Szekler seats55

, particularly Mureş56. In the same time, various catalogs of seal 
collections continued to be published, the most recent belonging to nowadays 
institutions from Timiş57 and Harghita58 counties. The sigillographic contributions of 
this period, through the methodology of investigation and dealing with these 
historical sources, rarely surpasses the structure of simple descriptive prospects of 
one or more seals, grouped according to the possibilities and criteria of each author 
and, most of the time, taken out of their diplomatic contexts in which they were 
identified, which, in turn, led to even more narrow approaches. 

In fact, in the last half-century, most of the sigillographic contributions with 
reference to Transylvania have taken over the features of the last historiographical 
period. Even so, the more recent monographic works rnanaged to exceed these self­
imposed limits since, due to the nature of their approach, they had to do a historical 
contextualization of the institutions whose seals were analyzed, but, in the downside, 
focusing too little on the diplomatic aspects in which these instruments actually 
found their usefulness and functionality. On the other hand, the absence of any 
criticai reference to Western similar studies betrays not only an anachronism of the 
sigillographic approaches in Rornanian historiography, but also an autarchic 
character that stimulates self-sufficiency. With the exception of Hungarian 
contributions, which clearly address to a historiographical milieu that has constantly 
rnaintained its interest in a criticai approach to historical sources, the Rornanian 
historiography on Transylvanian seals is still in a period of accumulation and 
acquaintance with these sigillographic sources, no rnatter what historical period they 
would come from. The versatility of seals as historical sources opens towards 
research perspectives with various levels of interpretation, as Michel Pastoureau has 
pointed out on numerous occasions59

, discreetly initiated in Rornanian by Viorica
