Hr., cetatea carc va purta, la inceput,
numele grecese al golfului Marii Negre aflat atunci pe locul lacurilor
Razelm si Sinoc - Halmyris, $i sc va numi, mai apoi, Thalamonium. Cu
multe faze de reparatic si refacere, cetatea functioncaza pand in scc. VII
d. Hr. A fost unul din punctele strategice importante la fronticra
Imperiului Roman, rt dc aprovizionarc al armatei, conform
mentiunilor de pe inscriptii si sediu de episcopic, inscc. V d. Hr. Cele mai
importante descoperiri facute sunt parti ale sistemului defensiv - zidul de
incintd cu 15 turnuri, doud porti, cdificiul administrativ din centrul
orasului, biilc romane (tcrme), bazilica palcocresting, cu cripta in carc au
fost addpostite rimdsitele primilor martiri din sud-estul Europei, E

si Astion (291 d. Hr.).
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On a Il nd - I st cetury BC Getic settlement the Romans built, during
Trajan’s reign - the 1 nd century AD, the city named, at first, by the Greek
name of the Black Sca gulf (that existed at the time on the place of tod

Razelm and Sinoc lakes) - Haln and later Thalamonium. The city
lasts, with scveral repair and reconstruction phases, till the carly VII th
century AD. It was one of the important strategic points at the Roman
border, an Army supply port and an Archbishop’s residence, during the V
th - VI th centurics AD. The most important discoveries made are parts of
the defensive system - the precinet wall, with 15 towers, two gates, an
administrative building in the middle of the city, the Roman baths
(thermae), the palcochristian basilica with the crypt where the remains of
the first two martyrs known in south-castern Europe (Epictet and Astion
-291 AD) werc kept, dwellings, all dating from the Late Roman period.
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Cctatea Aegyssus se afla in municipiul Tulcea, pe locul pe care se vor
ridica, mai tdrziu, Monumentul Independentei si Muzeul de Istoric si
Arhcologic. Pec acclasi amplasament poctul Ovidius mentioneazi
cxistenta unci cetati getice, in anul 12 d. Hr. Cetatca romand ficea parte
din sistemul defensiv de pe granita Imperiului (/imes), fiind unul dintre
punctele de supraveghere ale cursului inferior al Dundrii. A fost locuita,
impreuna cu agczarca civild inconjuratoarc, pand in primele decenii ale
scc.VII d.Hr. Au fost descoperite parti ale zidului de incinta, termele de
sceretary. VI d. Hr., locuinte. Din agezarca civild aflatd la cca. 4 km cst
de Tulcea provine inscriptia funcrard de scc 1V d. Hr. a unui ofiter al
garnizoanei cetdtii, care atesta numele vechi al municipiului.

The Aegyssus fortress is placed in present day Tulcea, on the very spot
where, later, The Independency Monument and the History and
Archacology Muscum will be built. The Roman poct Ovidius recorded
the existence of an carlier fortification (12 AD) on the same place. The
Roman city was a part of the defensive system at the border of the Empire
(limes), onc of the survey points of the Danube. It was inhabited, together
with the surrounding civilian settlement, till the first decades of the V! th
century AD. Parts of the precinet wall, the VI th century thermae,
dwellings have been excavated. A funerary inscription for an officer
which served in the city’s garrison in the IV th century AD preserves the
ancientnamec of Tulcca.




Aflatd in parcul oragului Micin, cctatea Arrubium a indeplinit, ca toate
celelalte orage romance de pe linia Dundrii, un rol important in cadrul
sistemului defensiv al granitei imperiale. A fost intemeiata in sec. [ d.
Hr., pe locul unei agezari mai vechi, dupd cum sugercaza si onomastica
(celticd). A functionat pana in scc. VII d. Hr. Scdiu al unititii auxiliare
ala I Vespasiana Dardanorum, in perioada romana timpurie, si al unui
Cuneus Equitatum Cataphractariorum, in timpul lui Constantin cel
Mare - scc. IV d. Hr,, oragul a mai addpostit unititi ale legiunii V
Macedonica. Nu a fost cercetatd sistematic, dar sc pare ci ruincle vizibile
partial astazi apartin fortificatici tarzii.

Placed inside the present day town of Micin, the Roman Arrubium had a
very important role in the defensive system of this part of the Empire. It
was founded during the I st century AD, on a carlier autochtonc
scttiement as the onomastic (celtic) suggests. It functioned until the VII
th century AD. It hosted an auxiliary cavalry unit - ala [ Vespasiana
Dardanorum during the Early Roman period, a Cuneus Equitatum
Cataphractariorum during Constantine the Great’s reign - in the IV th
century AD, and units from the V' Macedonica legion. Systematic
cxcavations werc not undertaken, but it scems that the ruins partially
visible today belong to the late fortification.
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Ovidius mentioncaza in 15 d. Hr. existenta unci cetati tracice la Zroesmis,
care a fost, mai tarziu, unul dintre ccle mai importantc puncte alc
sistemului defensiv din accasta parte a Imperiului Roman. Una dintre
primele cetati din Dobrogea populate de trupe romane, in timpul lui
Vespasian, devine, de la Traian, scdiu al legiunii V Macedonica, pana in
167 d. Hr., si mai tarziu, al legiunii // Herculia, fiind in tot accst timp
static a flotei dundrenc. Figurcaza, in sce. V d. Hr., pe lista celor 14 sedii
cpiscopale din Dobrogea. Sunt vizibile astazi doua fortificatii din cpoca
romana tarzic (aflate pe indltimi apropiate), carc nu au functionat in
acceagi perioada, §i o intinsd asezare civila ridicata la rangul de
municipium in scc. 1 d. Hr. Cetatea de vest a fost cercetata arhcologic
inca de la mijlocul scc. XIX de catre francezi, participanti la razboiul
Crimeei.

The Roman poct Ovidius mentions in 15 AD the existence of a thracian
fortress at Troesmis, which later had become one of the most important
points of the defensive system in this region of the Roman Empire. Onc
of the first citics in Dobrogea to be populated with Roman troops, during
Vespasian’s reign, Troesmis became, under Traian, the residence for the
V th Macedonica lcgion, until 167 AD, and later, for the Il nd Herculia
legion, during all this time also being a station for the Danubian fleet. Itis
rccorded, during the V th century, among the 14 Archbishop residences
from the province. Two Late Roman fortifications, that did’t functioned
at the same time, and a large civilian scttlement, that received the rank of
municipium during the I century AD, are visible today. The castern
fortress was cxcavated during the Crimean War, at the middle of the X1X
th century, by the French.

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Builtashore lake Razelm on arocky hill, in the XII th century AD, by the

Genovese, as part of the survey system for their large commercial
network in castern Europe, the fortress from Enisala was, along
centurics, a garrison for Bizantine, Wallachian and Otoman troops. From
1389 Mircea cel Btran, prince of Wallachia, takes it, together with the
entire Dobrogea, until 1417, when he gives them up to the Otomans.
After the middlc of the XV th century the fortress was abandoned, due to
the rise of nearby Babadag. It received by tradition the name of
Heracleea.

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Aflaté pe o fosta insula din zona inundabila dc la sud de Dunire, cetatea
romana Dinogefia a fost construitd in scc. I d. Hr. A functionat, pana in
scc. I d. Hr,, in tandem cu castrul de la Barbosi, de pe celdlat mal al
fluviului. Scc. IV d. Hr. este perioada sa de maximi dezvoltare; oragul
inregistreaza, pana la masiva sa distrugere de la mijlocul sec. VI - 558 -
559 (invazia kutrigurilor), mai multe fazc de reparatii, reconstructie si
restrangere. Insula va fi intens locuitd §i mai tarziu, in perioada
medicvald timpuric. S-au pastrat binc zidul masiv de incintd, cu 14
turnuri i trei porti, bazilica de sce. V - VI d. Hr., carce suprapunc un
cdificiu similar mai vechi, sediul comandamentului militar, locuinte,
termele din afara cctatii (extramuros).

Placed on an island from the fludded zone south of the Danube, the
Roman city Dinogetia was built during the 1T nd century AD. It
functioned, until the III rd century, together with the castrum from
Barbosi, on the other bank of the river. The IV th century is the period of
maximum flourishment of the city; it was repaired and rebuilt several
times until its massive destruction by the Kutrigurs in 558 - 559 AD. The
island was intenscly inhabited later, durig the Early Middle Ages. There
have been well preserved the massive precinet wall with 14 towers and
thee gates, the Vth - VI th century basilica, which superposes a similar
carlicr building, the residence of the military command, dwellings, the
thermae from outside the city (extramuros).
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Principalul vad de trecere al Dunarii este o zona strategica foarte importanta, carc u
fost locuitd in toate perioadele istorice. Onomastica celtica a cetatii demonstreza
faptul cd agezarea romand a fost construitd peste una autohtond anterioard; zona a
mai fost locuitd in perioada medievala timpurie (sec. X - XII). Cetatea Noviodunum
a fost construita la intersectia celor doud drumuri militare vitale pentru intreaga
provincie - drumul care borda linia Dundrii, legand intre ele fortificatiile /imes-ului,
si cel care traversa centrul Dobrogei de la nord la sud, facand legatura cu Tropaeum
Traiani i, mai departe, cu Marcianopolis si Constantinopolis. Rolul sau militar era
de cea mai mare importanta: a fost garnizoana pentru unitati ale legiunilor / Italica
si XI Claudia, in perioada romana timpurie, si sediu al legiunii / Jovia, in sec. IV d.
Hr; a fost, in tot acest timp, sediul comandamentului flotei dunarene (Classis
Flavia Moesica/Gordiana), a carei razi de actiume se extindea pana in sudul
Crimeei. Functionarea ei inceteaza in primele decenii ale sed. VII d. Hr. Se
pastreaza destul de bine vestigiile din epoca romana tarzie: zidul de incintd cu
turnuri de apdrare si o poartd, doud edificii termale, o bazilica i instalatii portuare
inapele fluviului.

T'he main crossin point of the Danube is a strategic zone intensely inhabited during
all historical periods. The celtic onomastic of the city proves that the Roman
fortress was built on an earlier settlement; the region was also inhabited in the X -
XII centuries AD. The Roman Noviodunum was constructed at a vital crossroad for
the whole province - the road that went along the Danube and linked all the
fortifications of the /imes and the road that crossed Dobrogea from north to south
and linked Noviodunum with Tropaeum Traiani and further with Marcianopolis
and Constantinopolis. Tts military role was of greatest importance: it was a garrison
for units of the / Italica and XI Claudia legions, during the Early Roman period, and
the residence of the / Jovia legion command center, in the IV th century AD; it was,
during all this time, the residence of the Danubian fleet (Classis Flavia Moesica /
Gordiana) command center, that had a range extended to south Crimeea, in the ITnd
- 11l rd centuries AD. The city was abandoned in the early VII th century AD. Well
preserved today are the ruins dating from the Late Roman period: the precinct wall
with defensive towers and a gate, two thermae, a basilica and portuary installations
underwater.

Cca mai mare cctatc romana din Dobrogea a purtat numele de /bida si
cste suprapusi pe trei sferturi din suprafata sa de localitatea Slava Rusa.
A fost construitd in perioada romana timpurie, fiind plasata pe drumul
strategic carc lega vadul Dunirii de la Noviodunum de restul provincici
(prin Ulmetum, Tropaeum Traiani $i Marcianopolis) si, mai tarziu, in
sec. 1V, de Constantinopolis. Acest ultim sccol a fost perioada sa de
maxima inflorire, dovedita de suprafata impesionanta pe carc o ocupd
oragul - cca. 24 ha. In scc. VI i-a fost adaugata o fortificatic de mai mici
dimensiuni, pe dealul Harada din apropiere. Au fost locuite pand in scc.
VII d. Hr. Este de remarcat conturul zidului de incintd, cu 33 turnuri,
vizibile pana aproapc de centrul satului, si 3 porti; in timpul primului
razboi mondial a fost cercetatd bazilica de scc. V - VI, cu trei nave,
unicat arhitectural in Dobrogea. Cetatca a fost in accasta perioada sediu
cpiscopal. Aumai fost identificate agezarca civila si doud necropole. La
3 km sud de /bida sc afld singurul centru monastic palcocrestin (sec. IV -
V1) descoperit pana acum pe teritoriul tarii noastre.

The biggest Roman city trom Dobrogea, /bida, is superposcd on three
quarters of its size by Slava Rusa village. It was built during the Early
Roman period, being placed on the very important strategic road which
linked the main crossing point of the Danube from Noviodunum with the
rest of the province (passing through Ulmetum, Topaeum Traiani and
Marcianopolis) and later, in the IV th century AD, with
Constantinopolis. This last century was the period of maximum
devclopment of the city, proved by the impressive 24 hectares of its
surface. In the VI th century a smaller fortification was added to it on a
hill ncarby. They functioned together until the VII th century AD. It’s
casy noticcablc the contour of the precinet wall, with 33 defensive
towers, visible deep into the village, and three gates; during WW 1 the V
th -VI th cetury basilica, unique architectural monument in Dobrogea for
this age, was excavated. The city was an Archbishop’s residence during
this period. The civilian scttlement and two cemeteries were also
identificd. Three km south of /bida there is the only palcochristian
monastic center (VI th century AD) yet discovered in our country.
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Situl arhcologic Beroe, aflat pe malul Dunarii, la 3 km sud de Ostrov, sc
compunc din cctatea romana tarzic cu acclasi nume, agczarca civila
intemeiata in scc. I d. Hr. si necropola (peste 1000 morminte - sec. [V -
VII d. Hr.), cu bazilica cimitcriald. Promontoriul pe care sc afla cctatea a
mai fost locuit in prima cpocd a ficrului §i, mai tarziu, in perioada
medicvala timpuric. in epoca clasica Beroe a adapostit o unitatc auxiliara
de cavaleric - Cuneus Equitatum Stablesianorum, intre scc. IV - VIL d.
Hr.; afost, inscc. V - VId. Hr., sediu episcopal.

The archacological sitc Beroe, that lics on the right bank of the Danubc, 3
km south of Ostrov, is composed of the Late Roman city, the civilian
scttlement, founded in the II nd century AD, and the necropolis (over
1000 graves dated between the IV th - VII th centurics) with the
cemeterial basilica. The promontory on which  the fortress was built had
been inhabited cailicr, during the First Iron Age, and would be inhabited
later, during the Early Middlc Ages. In the Latc Roman period Beroe
hosted an unit of auxiliary cavalry - Cuneus Equitatus Stablesianorum
between the [V th - VII th centurics. The city was, during the V th - VI th
centuries, an Archbishop’s residence.
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
