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Muzeul memorial Aurel Lazér functioneaza in casa familiei Lazdr,
construitd in ultimii ani ai secolului al XIX-lea. Casa Lazdr are o valoare ’
istorica deosebita, deoarece intr-una din incaperile sale s-a semnat, la
12 octombrie 1918, Declaratia de Independenta a romanilor cuprinsi
in tinuturile Transilvaniei, Banatului, Crisanei si Maramuresului faté de
Imperiul Austro-Ungar. ;

In anul 1989 cladirea a intrat in patrimoniul public, ca'monument
istoric. Dupa ample lucrdri de restaurare, la 1 decembrie 2008 este
inaugurat aici muzeul memorial Aurel Lazar.

Muzeul memorial Aurel Lazdr gazduieste o colectie deosebita,
formata din piese de mobilier autentic, obiecte de arta si carti, toate
acestea apartinand familiei ilustrului om politic.

Cea mai mare parte a colectiei a fost donata muzeului de catre nora
doctorului Aurel Lazar, d-na Valentina Lazar.

Muzeul detine cinci sdli de expozitie, trei dintre acestea prezinta
momente si fapte semnificative din viata si activitatea dr. Aurel Lazar,
reconstituind totodata atmosfera oradeana a‘Tnceputului de secol XX.

Pe langd aceasta expozitie permanenta, muzeul mai dispune de
douad sali rezervate expozitiilor cu caracter temborar.

De asemenea, in curtea muzeului memorial este amenajatd o sala
Cu un spatiu generos, destinata unor diverse evenimente culturale sau

stiintifice (expoxzitii de art3, simpozioane, lansari de carte etc).

Aurel Lazar s-a nascut in anul 1872 la Oradea, intr-o familie de
intelectuali, tatdl sau fiind avocat. Urmand cariera tatalui, la randul sau,
devine avocat si doctor in stiinte juridice.

Personalitate marcanta a vietii cultural-politice orddene, acesta s-a



The former residence of the Lazar family, built in the late 19th century, accommodates now
“Aurel Lazar” Memorial Museum. Lazar house has a rich historical value because the Declaration of
Independence of all Romanians from Transylvania, Banat, Crisana and Maramures was signed in one
of its rooms on October 12th 1918.

In 1989, the building became part of the public patrimony, as a historical monument. After
complex restoration works, on December 1st 2008 “Aurel Lazar” Memorial Museum opens for the
public. Its collection includes many exhibits, authentic furniture pieces, art objects and books, all of
which used to belong to the illustrious politician.

The largest part of the collection was donated to the museum by Aurel Lazar’s daughter in law,
Mrs. Valentina Lazar. The museum has five exhibition rooms: three of them present moments and
significant facts from Aurel Lazar's life and activity in the Oradea’s particular 20th century landscape.
The other two rooms are reserved for temporary exhibitions. In the courtyard of the museum there
is another building designed for various cultural or scientific events (art exhibitions, symposiums,
book releases etc.)

Aurel Lazar was born on 1872 in Oradea, in an intellectual family, his father was a lawyer whose
career he followed, becoming a lawyer and doctor in law. He was involved with great commitment
and competence in the political and cultural life of Oradea by taking part to the constitution and
consolidation of the Great Romania. He represented Alesd electoral circle to the National Great
Assembly from Alba lulia on 1st of December 1918, where the union of all Romanians from
Transylvania, Banat, Crisana and Maramures with Romania was sanctified.

He was elected member of the Great National Council and of the Dirigent Council, a temporary
government where he holds the position of Ministry of Justice Resort. His activity was very
important for the difficult actions that aimed to integrate Transylvania in the Romanian political and
cultural structures after 1918, occupying many important positions: vice-president of the Deputies
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implicat cu daruire si inalta competenta, in procesul de constituire si consolidare a Romaniei Mari. A
reprezentat cercul electoral Alesd la Marea Adunare Nationala de la Alba lulia din 1 Decembrie 1918,
unde s-a consfintit unirea tuturor romanilor din Transilvania, Banat, Crisana si Maramures cu patria
mama Romania.

Ales membru al Marelui Sfat National, Aurel Lazar devine, de asemenea, membru al Consiliului
Dirigent, guvern provizoriu in cadrul caruia detine functia de Ministru al Resortului de Justitie.

Marele om politic bihorean s-a evidentiat in dificila actiune de incadrare a Transilvaniei in
structurile politice si culturale romanesti dupa anul 1918 ocupand numeroase functii importante:
vicepresedinte al Adunarii Deputatilor, presedinte al Partidului National Taranesc, filiala Bihor (din anul
1926), vicepresedinte al Reuniunii culturale ,Cele Trei Crisuri’, primar al municipiului Oradea etc.

Fapt de asemenea important, in casa lui Aurel Lazar a functionat, in perioada 6 decembrie 1940 —
1 noiembrie 1943, Consulatul Regatului Romaniei, condus de diplomatul dr. Mihai Marina.

Se stinge din viata in 18 noiembrie 1930, la varsta de 58 de ani.

Another important fact is that Romanian Kingdom Consulate led by diplomat Mihai Marina was
housed in Aurel Lazar's house.

He dies aged 58 on November 18th 1930.
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
