HOMINES, FUNERA, ASTRA (HFA) — CRONICA UNUI SIMPOZION
INTERNATIONAL DUPA SASE EDITII (2011-2017)

Este greu sa prezinti un eveniment dupa atatea editii, dar, in acelasi timp, este
un parcurs care ii ajutd pe organizatori sa aiba o imagine de ansamblu, sa vada de
unde au pornit si unde se afla in prezent.

Povestea acestui simpozion a inceput cu trei cercetitori! aflati la studii
postdoctorale?, in ciutarea unei manifestari stiinifice internationale care si aiba ca
tema obiectul de interes a doi dintre ei, §i anume arheologia funerara. Si cum astfel
de manifestari nu sunt foarte frecvente, cei trei au decis sa initieze una care sa
serveasca ca platforma pentru schimbarea informatiilor si ideilor pe acest subiect.
Asa a inceput filmul acestei manifestari stiintifice, din care, pana in prezent, s-au
derulat sase episoade, pe parcursul carora s-au produs schimbari atat in ceea ce
priveste ,,actorii”, cat si ,,regizorii”, singurul lucru ramas constant fiind locul de
desfasurare, si anume Universitatea ,,1 Decembrie 1918 din Alba Iulia.

Desi s-a nascut din obligatia contractuala de a raporta in cadrul programului
de cercetare postdoctoral participarea la intruniri stiintifice internationale,
manifestarea a continuat, dincolo de imperativele inceputurilor, in primul rand pentru
ca, in timp, s-a dezvoltat, oferind un real prilej de comunicare cu colegii, atat din
Romania, cat si din alte parti ale Europei, interesati de arheologia funerara.

Organizatorii simpozionului au fost Mihai Gligor (toate cele sase editii),
Raluca Kogalniceanu (toate editiile), Roxana-Gabriela Curca (editiile I-1V) si Andrei
Dorian Soficaru (editia a VI-a). Din punct de vedere institutional, simpozionul s-a
desfasurat sub tutela urmatoarelor institutii: Universitatea ,,1 Decembrie 1918” din
Alba lulia (care este si gazda manifestarii — toate editiile), Institutul de Arheologie
din lasi (editiile I-II), Universitatea ,,Alexandru loan Cuza” din lasi (editiile III-1V),
Institutul de Arheologie ,,Vasile Parvan” din Bucuresti (editiile V-VI) si Institutul de
Antropologie ,,Francisc I. Rainer” din Bucuresti (editia a VI-a).

Din punct de vedere financiar, simpozionul s-a autosustinut printr-o taxa de
participare, al carei rol a fost acela de a acoperi, in cea mai mare parte, cheltuielile
de organizare, fiind asigurate participantilor cazarea, masa pe toatd perioada

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manifestirii, precum si o excursie tematica si materiale informative. In vederea
acoperirii tuturor cheltuielilor necesare, costurile organizarii au fost suplimentate de
catre cei trei organizatori din fonduri proprii (editiile I-1I), din diverse granturi
(grantul CNCS — UEFISCDI, proiect nr. PN-II-RU-TE-2012-3-0461 — editiile III-V
si grantul CNCS — UEFISCDI, proiect nr. PN-II-ID-PCE-2012-4-0490 — editia a
IV-a), precum si din fonduri extrabugetare aduse de M.G si R.K. de la institutiile de
care apartin.

Primele cinci editii au avut un ritm de desfasurare anual, dupa care organizatorii
au decis s mareascd intervalul dintre manifestari la doi ani, in vederea publicarii
volumelor aferente §i pentru a permite cercetatorilor sa pregateasca din timp lucrarile
pentru temele speciale ale fiecarei editii.

Simpozionul s-a axat, in general, pe prezentari orale. S-a evitat, pe cat posibil,
acceptarea posterelor neinsotite de macar un autor, deoarece acest gen de prezentare
nu ar fi dat posibilitatea purtirii unor discutii pe marginea subiectului. In citeva
cazuri exceptionale, s-a acceptat prezentarea comunicarii prin intermediul
programului Skype.

De-a lungul celor sase editii, numarul participantilor a crescut, ca si diversitatea
tarilor de provenienta, ocazional depasind granitele Europei. Astfel, in programul
primei editii au fost Inscrise 19 prezentari, ai caror autori proveneau din patru tari
europene (fig. 1/b), editia a doua s-a bucurat de inscrierea a 16 comunicari, ai caror
autori proveneau tot din patru tari europene (fig. 2/b), editia a I1I-a: 15 comunicari,
cu participanti din opt tari, dintre care cinci europene, la care se adauga Canada, SUA
si Georgia (fig. 3/b), editia a IV-a: 23 de comunicari, participantii provenind din cinci
tari europene (fig. 4/b), editia a V-a: 32 de comunicari, participantii provenind din
12 tari, dintre care 11 europene (fig. 5/b), pentru ca la editia a VI-a sa fie inscrie
30 de comunicari §i cinci postere, participantii provenind din 17 tari, dintre care 13
europene, la care se adauga Rusia, Turcia, Armenia si Noua Zeelanda (fig. 6/b).

Incepand cu editia a sasea, simpozionul a beneficiat si de o pagini web proprie
(https://homines-funera-astra.ro/), platforma care se doreste a fi dezvoltata pe
parcursul editiilor viitoare.

De asemenea, perioada acoperitd de subiectele prezentarilor s-a extins de la
Preistorie si Antichitate (primele editii) pana la a include si Evul Mediu, uneori fiind
prezentate descoperi care ar putea fi considerate chiar apartinand perioadei
pre-moderne.

Tematica a inceput sé fie mai restransa/punctuald, incepand cu a doua editie,
din dorinta de a concentra, de fiecare data, discursul pe un anume aspect al practicilor
funerare.

Subiectul primei editii (2011) a fost destul de larg, singura conditie fiind aceea
ca prezentarile sa se axeze pe descoperiri cu caracter funerar datand din Preistorie si
pana in Antichitate. Subiectele abordate au variat de la prezentari generale ale unor
contexte cu caracter funerar la analize aplicate. Inca de la prima editie, manifestarea
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s-a bucurat de prezenta in acelasi loc atat a arheologilor, cat si a specialistilor in
antropologie fizica, o comuniune fard de care nu se poate discuta cu adevarat despre
arheologie funerara. De asemenea, o prezentd, mai putin obisnuita pentru tematica
discutata, dar cu atat mai binevenita, a fost aceea a unei comunicari axate pe subiectul
lexicului funerar antic.

A doua editie a manifestarii (2012) a fost marcatd de o prima schimbare
importantd, si anume restrangerea tematicii prezentarilor. Subiectul acestei editii a
fost ,,viata de dupa viatd”, intentia initiala fiind aceea de a discuta, cu precadere,
problema inventarelor funerare. Participantii au avut, insd, o viziune mai larga decat
organizatorii, propunand comunicari al caror subiect a atins §i alte aspecte care se
incadrau in tema sugerata, cum ar fi construirea de monumente funerare impresionante
(tumuli). Abordarilor tradiionale pentru o conferintd de arheologie pe tema practicilor
funerare 1i s-au addaugat cateva comunicari care s-au axat pe interpretarea textelor
antice sau a unor inscriptii in directia sugerata de tema particulara a manifestarii.

Editia a treia (2013) a avut ca tema legatura dintre foc si moarte. Pe langa
prezentarile care au vizat cazuri clare de incineratie din Preistorie si Antichitate, au
existat si altele, care au dus la discutii mai ample pe marginea subiectului propus.
Astfel, una dintre prezentari, sugestiv intitulata ,,Multiplele fete ale focului. Neoliticul
si focul sacru”, a Indreptat discutiile in directia valentelor simbolico-religioase ale
acestei forte purificatoare. O discutie a vizat aspecte lingvistice, mai precis
terminologia aferenta focului in limbile greaca si latina. In sférsit, o prezentare mai
putin obisnuita in peisajul arheologic romanesc a pus in circulatie rezultatele unui
experiment de incineratie. Aceasta editie a simpozionului s-a incheiat cu o prezentare
din partea Tinei Jakob, cercetator important in domeniu, care a facut o reevaluare
critica a analizei resturilor umane incinerate din contexte arheologice.

A patra editie a manifestarii (2014), prima care a extins arcul cronologic pentru
a include si descoperiri medievale, si-a propus sa discute doud aspecte importante
legate de arheologia funerara: momentul si cauza mortii. Primul aspect a suscitat
discutii privind datarea diverselor contexte funerare, atat prin diverse mijloace
traditionale, cum ar fi artefactele descoperite in morminte, cat si prin modalitdti mai
putin obisnuite, cum ar fi disparitia obiectelor de inventar funerar. Evident, dintre
prezentdrile pe aceastd tema nu au lipsit cele care au avut la bazad datarea cu
radiocarbon a oaselor umane. A doua tema a acestei editii, cauza mortii, a dus la
includerea mai multor comunicari cu o componenta bioarheologica, ceea ce a intarit
abordarea interdisciplinard a problemelor discutate in cadrul manifestarii.
Interdisciplinaritatea a fost accentuata si de prezentarile devenite deja traditionale,
care analizau problematica propusa din perspectiva inscriptiilor si textelor antice.

O conturare si mai clard a manifestarii s-a produs odata cu editia a cincea
(2015). Subiectul — animalele si moartea — a atras un numar foarte mare de participanti
dintr-un numar la fel de mare de tari, ceea ce a impus organizarea prezentdrilor pe
sectiuni paralele. Comunicarile s-au coagulat, prin prisma abordarilor, in trei mari
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sub-teme, si anume: 1. oase de animale dezarticulate in contexte funerare umane;
2. Inmormantdari de animale partiale sau intregi (asociate sau nu cu oseminte umane)
si 3. prezenta simbolicad a animalelor in contexte funerare umane (a. figurine in
morminte §i b. reprezentari artistice de animale in contexte funerare si texte care
discuta rolul animalelor in contexte funerare). In cadrul primei sub-teme s-a discutat,
printre altele, rolul oaselor de animale descoperite in morminte $i in ce masura
acestea reprezinta resturi ale unui banchet funerar, ofrande de carne sau altceva,
variind intre reprezentari simbolice ale Intregului, elemente in cadrul unei hibridizari
om-animal sau resturi de la un vesmant, de exemplu. In cadrul celei de-a doua
sub-teme, au fost prezentate cazuri de inmormantari de caini, porci, vite, cai §i o
vulpe. De asemenea, s-a discutat, de la caz la caz, rolul animalelor drept insotitori ai
omului dupd moarte, companioni iubiti ai omului pe timpul vietii sau obiecte ale unor
sacrificii. A treia sub-tema, care a vizat prezenta simbolica a animalelor in contexte
funerare, a adus 1n discutie figurinele descoperite in morminte si interpretate, printre
altele, drept jucarii sau companioni. Au mai fost prezentate si discutate reprezentari
de animale pe sarcofage, pe peretii camerelor funerare sau in textele antice care
vorbesc despre aspecte funerare.

Ultima editie de pana acuma, a sasea (2017), a adus in discutie un subiect
dezbatut deseori in cadrul manifestarilor de profil: copiii si moartea. Desi numarul de
prezentari a fost la fel de mare ca la editia precedenta, la solicitarea participantilor,
care doreau sa aiba posibilitatea sd audieze toate prezentarile, s-a renuntat la
organizarea pe sesiuni paralele. Datoritd noului co-organizator inclus in echipa,
manifestarea a beneficiat de o prezentd numeroasa si activa de bioarheologi, ridicand
astfel cu mult nivelul discutiilor. O noutate in structura manifestarii a constituit-o
prezenta unei prelegeri de deschidere, din partea unei cunoscute specialiste in
subiectul conferintei, Sian E. Halcrow din Noua Zeelanda. S-a discutat problema
sub-reprezentarii copiilor in contextele funerare si numeroase aspecte ale
inmormantarilor de sub-adulti in diverse zone si din perioade diferite. Prezenta
numeroasa a bioarheologilor a adus 1n fata si alte subiecte legate de copii care, fara
a fi direct legate de sfera funerara, au fost facilitate de aceasta. Dupa cum este bine
cunoscut, analiza resturilor osteologice umane poate oferi informatii valoroase nu
numai cu privire la practicile funerare (prin prisma contextului descoperirii), dar si
cu privire la modul in care indivizii respectivi au trdit. Astfel, numeroase prezentari
s-au axat pe problemele de sanatate ale copiilor (malnutritie, deficit de vitamine,
markeri de stres, anemie, scorbut etc.) sau pe probleme survenite la nastere. Printre
subiectele abordate s-au numarat cel al amuletelor puse in morminte de copii din
mezoliticul nord-european si cel al sicrielor pentru copii din Evul Mediu tarziu
polonez. Acestor abordari li s-a adaugat si una din perspectiva sociologica, in cadrul
careia au fost analizate si comparate epitafuri din epoca romana si din secolul al
XIX-lea intr-o incercare de a discuta gradul de afectivitate parinteasca exprimat de
acestea versus realitatea vietii de copil din perioadele respective. Tot cu ocazia acestei
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ultime editii s-a dezvoltat sectiunea de postere, care s-a bucurat de o prezentd modesta
numeric, insd cu potential de dezvoltare pe parcursul editiilor viitoare.

Demersul de a crea o reald platforma de discutie pe subiecte legate de
arheologia funerard nu ar fi fost cu adevarat complet fard publicarea volumelor
aferente fiecarei editii. Pana in prezent au aparut doua dintre acestea (primul in 2012,
in seria BAR International Series si al doilea Tn 2015, in seria Archacopress
Archaeology) (fig. 7), ambele la o editura de prestigiu — Archaeopress — din Oxford.
Volumele au fost editate de organizatorii primelor doua editii, la care s-a adaugat
ajutorul lui Susan Stratton, in ceea ce priveste partea de corecturd a limbii engleze.
In prezent, urmitoarele doud volume sunt in lucru, preconizindu-se aparitia
volumului al treilea in 2018 si a celui cu lucrarile prezentate la ultima editie in cursul
anului 2019.
