CONFERINTA INTERNATIONALA
OBJECTS, IDEAS AND TRAVELERS. CONTACTS BETWEEN THE
BALKANS, THE AEGEAN AND WESTERN ANATOLIA DURING THE
BRONZE AND EARLY IRON AGE. CONFERENCE TO THE MEMORY OF
ALEXANDRU VULPE (TULCEA, 10~14 NOIEMBRIE 2017)

In perioada 10—14 noiembrie
2017, a fost organizata la Tulcea o
conferinta internationald in memoria
profesorului Alexandru Vulpe.
Evenimentul a fost finantat de catre
Consiliul Judetean Tulcea si Primaria
Municipiului Tulcea, prin Institutul de
Cercetari Eco-Muzeale ,,Gavrila
Simion” (reprezentat de dr. Sorin-
Cristian Ailincai si dr. Cristian Micu) si
de catre Institutul de Arheologie ,,Vasile
Parvan” al Academiei Romaéne
(reprezentat de dr. Radu Bajenaru si
dr. Anca-Diana Popescu). In organizarea
manifestarii au fost implicate si doua
institutii din Germania, cu care
profesorul Vulpe a avut, de-a lungul
timpului, relatii apropiate de colaborare:
Institut fiir Ur- und Frithgeschichte und
Vorderasiatische Archédologie al
Universitagii Karl-Ruprecht din
Heidelberg (reprezentat de prof. dr. Joseph Maran) si Deutsches Archidologisches
Institut, Eurasien Abteilung, Berlin (reprezentat de prof. dr. Svend Hansen). Alegerea
oragului Tulcea ca loc de desfasurare a conferintei nu a fost intdmplatoare. Tulcea
are o indelungata traditie Tn organizarea cu succes a unor astfel de intalniri cu
caracter international, cu impact vizibil asupra cercetarii arheologice de la noi. Pe
de alta parte, zona Deltei Dunadrii a fost una dintre preferatele profesorului Vulpe, in
multe dintre ocaziile amintite fiind implicat in mod direct ca organizator, aldturi de
colegii de la ICEM Tulcea.

Demersurile pentru organizarea conferintei au inceput cu mai bine de un
an nainte de data fixatd (din octombrie 2016), iar tema principald a fost aleasa
din doud motive. In primul rand, natura si intensitatea contactelor dintre spatiul
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egeo-anatolian si cel carpato-dunarean, in epoca bronzului si la inceputul epocii
fierului, au reprezentat teme de discutie predilecte pentru profesorul Vulpe, atat
in studiile publicate, cat, mai ales, in cadrul cursurilor sustinute la Facultatea de
Istorie a Universitatii din Bucuresti. Adept al ideii ex oriente lux, Alexandru Vulpe
a argumentat intotdeauna In favoarea impactului pe care civilizatia egeo-anatoliana
l-a avut asupra ritmului evolutiei preistoriei la nord de Dunire!. In al doilea rand,
ultima conferinti pe aceastd temi a avut loc cu mai bine de 12 ani in urma?, ceea ce,
pentru un subiect atat de dezbatut si de atractiv si in conditiile ritmului foarte crescut
al acumuldrilor stiintifice, este mult. Se impunea, astfel, organizarea unei intalniri
care sd reuneasca specialisti recunoscuti pe tema enuntata.

Au raspuns invitatiei 52 de persoane, dintre care cele mai multe au provenit
de la universitati si institute de cercetare din Germania (17), tard urmata de Roméania
(16), Bulgaria (5), Polonia (3), Croatia, Marea Britanie si Suedia (cate doud),
Danemarca, Franta, Ungaria, Austria i Republica Moldova (cate una din fiecare).
In cele aproape trei zile rezervate comunicarilor si discutiilor, au fost sustinute
36 de prezentari cu subiecte foarte diverse, dar toate orientate catre tema centrala a
conferintei, cea a contactelor culturale Tn epoca bronzului si prima epoca a fierului in
sud-estul Europei (vezi mai jos lista comunicarilor).

Astfel, prin personalitatile prezente si prin subiectele abordate, manifestarea
stiintificd de la Tulcea devine unul dintre cele mai importante evenimente de
specialitate organizate Tn Romania in ultimii ani. Impactul ei asupra cercetarii
europene in domeniu va creste semnificativ odata cu publicarea actelor conferintei,
eveniment preconizat a avea loc in cursul anului 2018.
